County Public Schools bus driver. Ms. Dobson asked that the Board consider an optional plan 
for Orange County School employees.  She suggested some sort of exercise place, class or 
gym that employees could go to without spending a lot of money since many cannot afford a 
membership on a bus drivers’ or teachers’ salary.  This would be very helpful to bus drivers 
because they need to pass a physical each year and it would help the bus drivers to stay in 
shape for helping with loading and unloading children in the event of an emergency.  Mrs.

SCHOOL BOARD MEMBER REPORTS 
 
(13-309)  Head Start Policy Council Update 
 
Mrs. Page reported on the January 15, 2012 meeting of the Head Start Policy Council.  She 
stated that the Council reviewed kindergarten PALS fall test scores over the past 10 years.  It 
was reported that based on this screening, Head Start children are entering school at or near 
the same level as their kindergarten peers.  She said that additional longitudinal data will be 
shared with both the Board and Policy Council in February.  The Head Start program is currently 
undergoing an in depth self-review process and reports from those proceedings will be available 
in March.  The next Policy Council meeting will be held February 19, 2013.

Mr. Thompson updated the Board on the January 11, 2013 meeting of the Orange County 
Education Foundation Board.  He reported that Board members discussed proposed revisions 
to the Foundation’s bylaws which include shifting the reorganizational meeting from July to 
January.

(13-311)  Board of Supervisors Liaison Update 
 
Mrs. Carter updated the Board on her most recent meeting with Mr. Teel Goodwin, Orange 
County Board of Supervisors Liaison to the School Board.   She stated that while she and Mr. 
Goodwin agree to disagree on some items, she feels that communication between the two 
Boards has greatly improved in the past several months.  She said by keeping the Board of 
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Supervisors aware of the School Board’s budget discussions they can better understand the 
School Board’s requests. 


 
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORTS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


 
(13-312)  Annual report on participation levels of students in advanced placement, dual 
enrollment, and Governor’s School 
 
Ms. Linda Carlton, director of secondary instruction, presented an enrollment report of Orange 
County High School (OCHS) students taking Advanced Placement, Honors, Dual Enrollment 
and Blue Ridge Virtual Governors School courses.  She explained that the data reflected actual 
enrollment of students in the 2012 fall semester and projected enrollment of students in the 
2013 spring semester.  The report broke down the data by ethnicity and summarized 
accelerated enrollment over a three-year period from 2010-2013.  The data shows that there are 
948 enrollments in accelerated courses by 431 students.  African American and Hispanic 
populations are under-enrolled in accelerated courses.  In addition, there is an upward trend for 
students to enroll jointly on the Germanna campus even though there is a downward trend for 
dual enrollment courses due to the use of a new community college placement test that 
determines student participation in dual enrollment courses.  
 
(13-313)  Annual report on CTE credentialing and dual enrollment 
 
Ms. Carlton reported to the School Board a longitudinal summary of certifications awarded to 
OCHS career and technical education (CTE) students for 2011-12 and compared them with 
student credentials earned the three prior years.  The number of CTE credentials has increased 
from 28 examinations in 2008-09 to 300 examinations in 2011-12. Of the 300 credentialing tests 
last year, 219 were the Virginia Workplace Readiness Skills Assessment.  The credentialing 
pass rate for all tests was 69%.  In addition, Ms. Carlton updated the Board on CTE teacher 
credentials and dual enrollment credits earned by students.

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(13-319)  Consideration of proposed FY2014 budget 
 
Mr. Matt Benefield, director of budget and finance, reviewed the revenue and expense charts for 
all funds and noted the following: 


- Total proposed operating fund revenues and anticipated expenditures for FY2014 
are $46,036,380, a 1.97% or $890,737 increase over the FY2013 budget.  An 
increase of $1,021,212 in County funds is included in the budget. 


- Total proposed revenues and anticipated expenditures for the remaining funds 
include:   


o Child Care Fund: $140,630, no change over the FY2013 budget; 
o Food Services Fund: $1,916,757, a 3.15% or $62,428 decrease over the 


FY2013 budget;  
o Textbook Fund: $1,050,000, a 81.03% or $470,00 increase over the FY2013 


budget; 
o Head Start Fund: $1,172,013, a 8.20 or $104,690 decrease over the FY2013 


budget; and  
o Regional Adult Education Fund: $364,228, a 4.49% or $17,140 decrease 


over the FY2013 budget.  
The total proposed revenues and anticipated expenditures for all funds total $50,680,008, a 
2.38% or $1,176,479 increase over the FY2013 budget. 
 
Mr. Benefield also reviewed the enrollment figures which are driving the need to reopen the 
mothballed Locust Grove Middle School (LGMS) in the fall of 2014.  He explained that $250,000 
in nonrecurring costs to the operating fund would be required in 2013-2014 to prepare the 
school for operation.  Going forward, he explained the recurring costs required to operate the 
school would total $263,284, but only $222,654 of that would need to come from the operating 
fund. 
 
Mr. Benefield also provided Board members with a detailed explanation of the proposed 2% 
salary increase.  He stated that the $243,684 in state funding for a 2% salary increase for SOQ-
funded instructional positions will only cover a portion of the actual cost; the other $219,475 
would have to come from local funds.  An additional $87,222 would be required to fund an 
increase for SOQ–funded support positions and $49,619 for all other positions.  To fund an 
increase for all OCPS staff, a total of $356,316 in local funds would be needed.  Mr. Benefield 
explained that if the County will not fund the 2% increase, then the school division will not 
receive the state funding and will see a decrease of $50,147 from the state. 
 
Mr. Bledsoe moved and Mr. Thompson seconded the motion to approve the FY2013-2014 
budget recommendations for all funds in the amount of $50,680,008 as presented and 
recommended by the Superintendent.  The motion carried.

RE: AN ORDINANCE TO GRANT A PARTIAL REAL ESTATE TAX EXEMPTION FOR 


CERTAIN REHABILITATED PROPERTY PURSUANT TO §58.1-3220 OF THE CODE 
OF VIRGINIA 


 
 


WHEREAS, §58.1-3220 of the Code of Virginia permits a locality to provide a partial 
exemption of taxation of real estate on which any structure or other improvement no less than 
15 years of age has undergone substantial rehabilitation, renovation, or replacement for 
residential use; and 
 


WHEREAS, People, Inc. has indicated to the Orange County Board of Supervisors that 
it desires to renovate the East Gate Apartments located at 19302 Ashlawn Court in the Town of 
Gordonsville; and 
 


WHEREAS, People, Inc. is a 501(c)3 tax exempt organization that has requested a two 
(2) year abatement of the real estate taxes accruing as a result of the improvements to be made 
to the East Gate Apartments; and 
 


WHEREAS, the East Gate Apartments are no less than 15 years of age; and 
 


WHEREAS, this Board has conducted a duly advertised public hearing on March 12, 
2013, concerning the proposed tax exemption, and hereby finds and determines that the 
proposed exemption is in the best interest of the County; 
 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, that People, Inc. is hereby granted a two (2) 
year partial abatement of real estate taxes on the assessed value of East Gate Apartments in 
an amount equal to the full tax increase accruing from the increase in the assessed value of the 
property resulting from the rehabilitation of the structure as determined by the Commissioner of 
the Revenue.  The base assessed value shall be the value of the property on January 1 of the 
year wherein the rehabilitation project is commenced, and the abatement shall be based on the 
amount that said assessment increases once the property rehabilitation is complete.  The 
rehabilitation project must commence no later than June 1, 2014.
