THIS AGREEMENT entered into as of the day of ~February, 20110,

by and between the ORANGE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS (“County™), and the
ORANGE YOUTH SPORTS OYSF (“OYSF”):

WITNESSETH THAT:

WHEREAS, the County owns a tract of land containing 17.8 acres, more or less, situated
on Bloomsbury Road off of Route 20 (the “Park™); and

WHEREAS, the County issued a Request for Proposals for operation, management and
maintenance of the Park (“RFP — 2010-03"") and awarded the contract to the OYSF; and

WHEREAS, OYSF agrees to work cooperatively with the County in its management,
operation and maintenance of the Park pursuant to this Agreement;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises set forth herein and for valuable
consideration, the County does hereby contract with the OYSF pursuant to the following Terms

and Conditions:
TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1. TERM: The term of this Agreement shall be one year and begin on March 1,
20102011, and shall terminate on Eebruary28December 31, 26012012, The parties may renew
this Agreement for up to feurtwo (42) additional one year terms.

2. USE OF PARK:

a. It is the express intent of the County that the Park be a public park to be
used solely for recreational activities that benefit the citizens of Orange County and the
surrounding area.

b. OYSF shall manage and operate the Park for youth sports and such other

activities approved by the County. Should OYSF not manage, operate or maintain the Park as

1
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permitted by this Agreement, the County has the right to terminate this Agreement as provided for
in Paragraph 16.

c. The County acknowledges and supports OY SF allowing other sports
groups to use the Park for the activities set forth in subsection a., above. Any fees charged for
such use shall be pursuant to guidelines prepared by OYSF and approved by the County.

d. The County reserves the ability to use the Park for County-sponsored sports
leagues and public events at its discretion; such events shall be scheduled in cooperation with
QYSF so as not to conflict with previously scheduled athletic events at the Park.

e. The facilities at the Park shall be available to the citizens of Orange County
for private rental pursuant to guidelines prepared by OYSF and approved by the County. All
rentals shall be according to a pre-established and uniformly-applied rental schedule, unless
otherwise approved by the County.

f. Within 45 days of the execution of this Agreement, OYSF shall provide the
County with a proposed Management Plan:

1) For the youth sports programs to be held at the Park during the
term of this Agreement which shall include 1) a list of all youth sports programs that the OYSF
plans to operate, and 2) a retention plan for the youth sports programs which were provided at the
Park during the last calendar year.

2) For planned activities not related to youth sports that will be held at
the Park during the term of this Agreement which shall include but not be limited to 1) a list of
intended events that would benefit the residents and visitors to Orange County, and 2) honor all
rentals made prior to the execution of this Agreement for which the County provides notice to
OYSF.

Gg,  TheOYSF shall create and maintain current an events calendar and make
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said calendar readily accessible to the general public as required by Section V. e. of RFP 2010-03.

h. OYSF intends to take the following steps to facilitate increased use of the

3. IMPROVEMENTS: OYSF shall not make capital improvements to the Park

without the prior written approval of the County. The County will not reimburse OYSF for any
capital improvements made by OYSF without written County approval.

As prerequisites to obtaining any approval from the County, OYSF shall provide the
County with the plans, the value of the improvements, the expenditure to be made by OYSF, and
the rate of depreciation for such improvements.

The County reserves the right to make improvements to facilities at the Park which will
benefit the ongoing sports programs and the Park in general. The County agrees to coordinate
said improvements with OYSF.

4. UPKEEP AND MAINTENANCE: OYSF shall be fully responsible for the
maintenance and upkeep of the Park in accordance with Section V. h. of RFP 2010-03:

a. OYSF’s obligation shall include repairs to any structures, lights, plumbing
facilities, playgrounds, parking areas and restrooms.

b.

posted-at-the Park—OYSF_ or its designee -shall be responsible for opening and closing the

restrooms_as deemed appropriate by H)YSF to coincide with activities at the Park. OYSF shall

not change any locks at the Park without the County’s approval and shall provide the County with
copies of any keys to locks which are changed. The County shall provide OYSF with keys to the

facilities. OYSF shall distribute these keys only to responsible persons in its organization or as
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otherwise approved by the County for purposes of performing OYSF’s responsibilities under this
Agreement. OYSF shall be liable to the County for any damage to facilities at the Park as a result
of misuse of the keys.

c. OYSF shall keep the entire Park properly mowed; shall mow and prepare

the fields prior to practices and games; and shall clean the fields, concession stand and restrooms

after practices and games, in accordance with the requirements of Section V. h. of RFP 2010-03.

ed. A list of all contractors hired by OYSF to perform work at the Park shall be

provided to the County and their licenses and insurance shall meet the requirements of Section V.
h. of RFP 2010-03.

5. CONCESSION STAND: OYSF shall operate the concession stand during sports
events and-praetiees-in accordance with Section V. i. of RFP 2010-03, pursuant to guidelines
approved in advance by the County, and shall allow County use in accordance therewith.
Alternatively, OYSF may subcontract with an entity acceptable to the County to operate the
concession stand. If OYSF chooses not to operate or subcontract concession stand operations, the
County will have the option to operate the concession stand. OYSF shall provide the County with
keys to the concession stand for the County’s use.

6. UTILITIES: OYSF shall be responsible for all utilities required in the use of the
Park.

7. INSURANCE COVERAGE:

a. Liability Coverage: OYSF shall at all times indemnify and save harmless

the County, its officers, employees and representatives from all claims, suits, responsibility,
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damage or liability of any kind for harm to persons or property directly or indirectly arising from
or in any way related to the exercise by OYSF of the rights, privileges, or duties set forth in this
Agreement or from the use of the Park by OYSF, its agents, employees or invitees.

OYSF further shall, at its own cost, keep in force during this Agreement, a general
liability insurance policy in a form approved by the County, issued by an insurer qualified to do
business in the Commonwealth of Virginia in the following minimum amounts:

1) Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00) for bodily injury or
death to any one person and Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000.00) for bodily injury or death
resulting from any one occurrence; and

2) One Hundred Thousand Dollars ($100,000.00) for property
damages resulting from any one occurrence.

OYSF may obtain Comprehensive insurance from the VACo tRisk Management [nsurance

through Orange County.

OYSF SHALL MAKE THE COUNTY A CO-INSURED ON THIS POLICY, AND

PROVIDE A COMPLETE COPY OF SAID CO-INSURANCE TO THE COUNTY AT THE

TIME OF THE OYSFE’S EXECUTION OF THIS AGREEMENT.

b. Medical Insurance: In addition to the foregoing liability policy, OYSF
shall obtain appropriate medical insurance covering players participating in OYSF-sponsored

team sports at the Park. A+O¥SE s request;-the-County-will facilitate O¥SF s-use- of-any
s:The County will facilitate purchase of

insurance by OYSFE through a pelicy to which it has access for individuals as requested by OYSF.

c. General Insurance Provisions: The above insurance policies shall

provide for 30 days written notice of any cancellation to both OYSF and the County. OYSF

SHALL PROVIDE THE COUNTY WITH A COMPLETE COPY OF ITS LIABILITY AND
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MEDICAL INSURANCE POLICIES AT THE TIME OF EXECUTION OF THIS
AGREEMENT AND ALL RENEWALS OR REPLACEMENTS THEREOF WITHIN 30 DAYS
OF RECEIPT. OYSF shall at all times keep copies of said policies in force on file with the
County Administrator.

8. SIGNAGE FOR PARK:

a. OYSF shall place or maintain proper signage on all required areas of the
Park as approved by the County. Proper signage shall include but not be limited to “No
trespassing “signs, including the hours which the Park may not be used; “Code of Conduct;”
handicapped parking signs; and safety guidelines for the playground area.
b. The County will cooperate with OYSF on the language of the signage so
that the language is agreeable to both the County and OYSF.
9. INSPECTION BY COUNTY: The County and its agents may enter the Park at
any time and make such inspections of the Park as the County deems appropriate.
10. NONASSIGNMENT OF AGREEMENT: This Agreement may not be assigned
nor may any portion of the Park be made the subject of a subcontract by OYSF without the
written approval of the County.

11. NOT-FOR-PROFIT AND CORPORATE STATUS:

a. Status: OYSF represents to County that it is a not-for-profit §501(c)(3)
organization as recognized by the Internal Revenue Service rules and regulations and it is a
corporation in good standing with the State Corporation Commission (“S.C.C.”). OYSF agrees to
take such actions, as are necessary, to maintain its status as a not-for-profit corporation during the
term of this Agreement. In addition, OYSF shall provide the County with a copy of its Internal
Revenue Form 990 each year upon filing said reporting document.

b. Production of Documents: Upon seven (7) days written notice, OYSF
6
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shall provide to the County, any financial documents or documents relating to the not-for profit
status of the corporation that the County requests and that are in the possession of or can be
obtained by OYSF, including but not limited to tax returns and accounting records.

c. By-Laws: Ifnot done prior to execution of this Agreement, OYSF shall
amend its Constitution, Articles of Incorporation and By-Laws to provide for open voting
membership in OYSF, and regular Board of Directors elections and meetings as agreed to with
the County. The OYSF shall file those amendments with the S8.C.C. no later than March 31,
2010. Thereafter, during the term of this Agreement, OYSF shall obtain advance County
approval of any By-laws or corporate changes which affect membership and the composition and
voting rights of its Board of Directors.

12. LEAGUE STANDARDS:

a. National Standard: OYSF shall maintain minimum league standards for
all sports activities, which it conducts or manages at the Park, with regard to membership in the
league, Board of Directors requirements, team registration, equipment, field maintenance, code of
conduct, and sponsorship, that equal or exceed those provided by one of the following national
organizations, with respect to the specific sports activity:

1) USA Football,
2) Pop Warner,
3) Police Athletic League,
4) American Youth Football,
5) Babe Ruth/Cal Ripken/Little League, or
6) County-approved alternative.
OYSF shall provide the County with the name of the organization(s) selected by
completing Schedule A attached to and incorporated herein to this Agreement. While OYSF is not

required to join any of these organizations by this Agreement, OY SF must conduct its activities

according to one of the above national standards,

7
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b. Schedules: At a minimum, OYSF shall provide team participants and the
County with schedules for practices and games via the website and/or hard copy as appropriate

prior to the start of each season. For those programs not directly coordinated by OYSF, the

coordinating entity will be responsible for distribution of schedules with a copv to OYSF.,

c. Equipment: O¥SE shall purchase-equipment-thatisAny equipment
purchased by OYSF shall be either new

or cleaned and refurbished according to National Operating Committee on Standards for Athletic
Equipment (“NOCSAE”) standards. OYSF shall provide said equipment and uniforms to all
participants in team sports at least one (1) week prior to the first practice each season.

d. Reports shall be prepared regarding any injuries sustained at the Park.

e OYSF shall maintain records of the foregoing matters during the term of
this Agreement and for three (3) years thereafter, which shall be subject to County inspection and
copying upon three (3) days notice.

13.  AIR TRAFFIC RESTRICTIONS:

a. No structure may be erected and no natural objects shall be allowed to
grow on the Park which would constitute an obstruction to air navigation.

b. No activity shall be conducted on the Park that would interfere with or be a
hazard to the flight of aircraft over the Park or to and from the Orange County Airport (“Airport”)
or interfere with air navigation and communication facilities serving the Airport.

c. The County reserves a right of flight for the passage of aircraft in the
airspace above the surface of the Park. This public right of flight shall include the right to cause
in said airspace any noisc inherent in the operation of any aircraft used for navigation or flight
through said airspace or landing at, taking off from or operating on the Airport, without any

liability to OYSF or any subcontractor or invitee to the Park.
8
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14. COOPERATIVE RELATIONSHIP:

OYSF agrees to cooperate with the County during this Agreement and with respect to all
aspects of this Agreement.

15. REPORTING REQUIREMENTS AND RECORD MAINTENANCE:

a. OYSF shall provide the County with minutes of its meetings and further
OYSF shall provide financials, in a format approved by the County, when requested to include,
but not be limited to, those items set forth in Paragraph V.a.i.3. of RFP 2010-03.

b. OYSF shall maintain all records relating to its work, that of its
subcontractors, or another other use and maintenance of the Park during the term of this
Agreement, or prepared with regards to this Agreement following the termination of this
Agreement for a period of at least three (3) years following the termination of the Agreement.

c. OYSF agrees that the County, or any duly authorized representative, shall,
until the expiration of three (3) years following the termination of the Agreement, have access to
and the right to examine and copy any directly pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of
OYSF involving transactions related to this Agreement.

OYSF further agrees to include in any subcontract for more than $10,000 entered
into as a result of this Agreement, a provision to the effect that the Subcontractor agrees that the
County or any duly authorized representative shall, until the expiration of three (3) years after
final payment under the subcontract, have access to and the right to examine and copy any
directly pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of OYSF involved in transactions related
to such subcontract, or this contract. The term “Subcontract” as used herein shall exclude
subcontracts or purchase orders for public utility services at rates established for uniform
applicability to the general public. The period of access provided herein for records, books,

documents and papers that may relate to any arbitration, litigation, or the settiement of claims
9
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arising out of the performance of this Agreement or any subcontract shall continue until any
appeals, arbitration, litigation or claims shall have been finally disposed of.
16, TERMINATION:

a. Notwithstanding the provisions of Paragraph 1 “AGREEMENT TERM”,
OYSF shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time upon giving to the County 90
days written notice of termination. At the end of the 90-day period, the Agreement shall be
considered terminated and OYSF shall remove all of its property from the Park and return any
keys to facilities at the Park to the County Administrator. In such case, OYSF shall thoroughly
clean the Park and remove all trash therefrom.

b. In the event that OYSF fails to comply with any provision of this
Agreement, the County shall have the right to terminate this Agreement upon giving OYSF 30
days written notice of termination, and OY SF shall remove all of its property from the Park and
return any keys to facilities at the Park to the County Administrator, or his designee. In such case,
OYSF shall thoroughly clean the Park and remove all trash therefrom.,

17. COMMUNICATION WITH COUNTY AND COMMUNITY: During the

term of this Agreement, OYSF shall designate an individual who shall be responsible for
receiving and acting upon complaints or concerns about the operation, management or
maintenance of the Park and any activities sponsored by OYSF at the Park. The name, telephone
number and address of that individual shall be included on Schedule A, attached to this
Agreement and incorporated herein.

OYSF shall respond in writing to any complaints made by the County or to the County
regarding OYSF’s management of the Park within 10 days of notice of the complaint.

19. NONDISCRIMINATION:

a. OYSF agrees that, during the term of this Agreement, it shall not
discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment on the basis of race, religion,
color, sex, national origin, age, disability, or any other basis prohibited by State law relating to
employment except where there is a bona fide occupational qualification reasonably necessary to
the normal operation of OYSF. OYSF agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to
employees and applicants for employment, notices setting forth the provisions of this
nondiscrimination clause.

1) OYSF, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed
by or on behalf of OYSF, will state that OYSF is an equal opportunity employer.

2) Notices, advertisements and solicitations placed in accordance with
federal law, rule or regulation shall be deemed sufficient for the purpose of meeting the
requirements of this provision.

3) OYSF will include the provisions of this subsection a. in every
subcontract or purchase order of over $10,000, so that the provisions will be binding on each
subcontractor or vendor.

b. OYSF agrees that it shall not discriminate on the basis of race, religion,
color, sex, national origin, age, disability, or any other basis prohibited by State or Federal law
against any person, who uses the Park as permitted by this Agreement or in the operation,
management or maintenance of the Park as permitted by this Agreement.

20. DRUG-FREE WORKPLACE:

OYSF agrees that, during the term of this Agreement, it shall (i) provide a drug-free
workplace for its employees; (ii) post in conspicuous places, available to employees and
applicants for employment, a statement notifying employees that the unlawful manufacture, sale
distribution, dispensation, possession, or use of a controlled substance or marijuana is prohibited
in OYSF’s workplace and specifying the actions that will be taken against employees for
violations of such prohibition; (iii) state in all solicitations or advertisements for employees
placed by or on behalf of the contractor that the contractor maintains a drug-free workplace; and
(iv) include the provisions of the foregoing clauses in every subcontract or purchase order of over
$10,000, so that the provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.

For purposes of this section, “drug-free workplace” is as defined in § 2.2-4312 VA Code

21.  IMMIGRATION ACT REQUIREMENTS: OYSF does not, and shall not,

during the performance of this Agreement, knowingly employ an unauthorized alien as defined in
the federal Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986.
