Proposed amendment to County Code - Section 26-34: Application.

(d) In accordance with § 10.1-561 of the Code of Virginia, stream restoration and relocation projects that
incorporate natural channel design concepts are not man-made channels and shall be exempt from
any flow rate capacity and velocity requirements for natural or man-made channels as defined in any
regulations promulgated pursuant to this ordinance. Any plan approved prior to July 1, 2014, that
provides for stormwater management that addresses any flow rate capacity and velocity requirements
for natural or man-made channels shall satisfy the flow rate capacity and velocity requirements for
natural or man-made channels if the practices are designed to (i) detain the water guality volume and
to release it over 48 hours; (ii) detain and release over a 24-hour period the expected rainfall resulting
from the one year, 24-hour storm; and (iii) reduce the allowable peak flow rate resulting from the 1.5,
2, and 10-year, 24-hour storms to a level that is less than or equal to the peak flow rate from the site,
assuming it was in_a good forested condition, achieved through multiplication of the forested peak
flow rate by a reduction factor that is equal to the runoff volume from the site when it was in a good
forested condition divided by the runoff volume from the site in its proposed condition, and shall be
exempt from any flow rate capacity and velocity requirements for natural or man-made channels as
defined in any regulations promulgated pursuant to this ordinance. For plans approved on and after
July 1, 2014, the flow rate capacity and velocity requirements of this subsection shall be satisfied by
compliance with water quantity requirements in the Stormwater Management Act (8 10.1-603.2 et
seq. of the Code of Virginia) and attendant requlations, unless such land-disturbing activities are in
accordance with 4 VAC 50-60-48 of the Virginia Stormwater Management Program (VSMP) Permit

Regulations.

Proposed amendment to County Code - Section 26-42: Amendments to plan.

The County may require changes to an approved plan in the following cases:

(&) Where inspection has revealed that the plan is inadequate to satisfy applicable regulations; or

(b) Where the person responsible for carrying out the approved plan finds that because of changed
circumstances or for other reasons the approved plan cannot be effectively carried out, and proposed
amendments to the plan, consistent with the requirements of this article and associated requlations,
are agreed to by the County and the person responsible for carrying out the plan.

SUBJECT: eCivis Grant Software

In February 2013, the Procurement & Grant Coordinator began researching qualified
grant software systems for use by multiple departments in the County. After months of research,
interviews, demonstrations, and an interactive Q&A with ten County departments, eCivis
appears to be the most powerful and cost effective tool on the market. eCivis is a web based
online grants management software that provides access to a national database of grants,
educational resources, and sample award applications.

eCivis’ is a valuable tool for three reasons. First, it provides access to all federal, state,
non-profit, and foundation grants in the country through the Grant Research module. The Grant
Research module allows staff to search for grants, establish e-mail alert notifications, and
compare and contrast funding sources and award eligibilities with ease. Second, the
KnowledgeBase module provides samples of award winning applications and online courses
aimed at increasing award ratios by providing access to a national grant education database.
Lastly, eCivis provides effective communication and efficient time management for staff to work
together virtually coordinating, drafting, writing, and submitting applications without spending
countless hours searching for funding opportunities. Overall, eCivis will allow staff to spend
time composing and applying for funding in a productive manner while furthering the goals of
the County.

After engaging in multiple rounds of cost saving negotiations, eCivis has provided the
County with the following quote effective until June 30, 2013.

e Seven (7) logins with unlimited access to the Grant Research and KnowledgeBase
modules for $7,501/year with a three (3) year contract.

This request is for the Board’s consideration of two supplemental appropriations of
$7,501 from contingency in FY13 and FY14 to fund the first two years of the software contract.

Over the last year, Verizon, in conjunction with Cassidian and Avaya, announced the end-of-life-
cycle for the Vesta Pallas System that we currently use for 911 phone services. The E-911 Center
worked diligently to provide and secure grant funding for a long-term solution for the 811 system and
began to work and design a platform to ensure that we are ready for Next-Generational 911 calls
(NG-911).

In the fall of 2012, the E-911 Center applied for grant funding in the amount of $131,000 to upgrade
the current Vesta Pallas 911 system. The quote was initially provided to us in good faith as no
pricing had been released on the new systems. In December 2012, Cassidian released its new
pricing and our quote was refreshed. The new quote included some changes for more robust
equipment and five-year maintenance contracts, increasing the quote price to $212,983.70.

Based on the new quote, the E-911 Center went back to VITA and requested additional emergency
grant funding. The E-911 Center was awarded an additional $19,000 in grant funds, for a total of
$150,000, which is the maximum that can be awarded by VITA to an agency. This, however, still
leaves an additional $62,983.70 requiring funding.

It is staffs recommendation fo work with Carousel Industries Capital Finance to fund the deficit over
the next five years. The terms of finance would be:

- Year 1: $150,000

- Years 2to 5: $19,229.90 yearly payments

The debt service payments are proposed to be covered by a transfer from E-911 operations. These
funds, in previous years, were used to cover Verizon maintenance fees, which will now be
supplanted by the Cassidian maintenance fees.

If the Board concurs, the following motion would be in order:

Supervisor made a motion, seconded by Supervisor , to authorize
staff to enter into a contract with Carousel Industries Capital Finance to purchase the Vesta
Pallas 4.X solution, and to approve a supplemental appropriation in the amount of $81,983.70
for the project budget to reflect additional grant funds of $19,000 and financing proceeds of
$62,983.70, with the understanding that the first year’'s payment will be funded through a
budget transfer from E-911 operations to the Debt Service Fund.

Subject: Possible New Child Care Site

As the Board knows, our office received requests from parents to explore the options for
re-establishing a school age child care program in the eastern end of the County. We
sent flyers out through the schools and asked parents to respond by May 31% if they
were in need of services. We received a decent response and would like to propose an
action plan to the Board to verify if the need truly exists.

Currently, we have enough interest from the responses to the flyers to justify opening
for the summer. | would, however, like to have more solid numbers and suggest
opening enrollment from June 12 — June 26 to allow parents to register their children for
the program. If we receive enough commitments, | would like to open July 1%. This
does not give us a large window of time to work with; however, our licensing inspector
has already stated she will work with us and do her best to assist us in any way
possible. During the enrollment period, we will use that time to prepare for opening,
such as obtaining our license from the Department of Social Services and beginning the
interview process for staffing in the new location. One advantage that we do have for
this program is that we still have most of the supplies that originally came from the old
Locust Grove site so purchasing supplies will be restricted to items such as snacks and
smaller arts and craft items that have perished (markers, glue, etc.).

| feel that we will have the numbers we need to sustain a new program for the summer
and must make it clear to parents that the summer will be a trial basis and we must
have enough commitment for the school year to remain open for before and after-
school. Based on the conversations | have had, my proposed times of operation for the

new site will be 6:30 a.m. to 6:30 p.m. This is in line with the opening times of the
Gordon Barbour site but allowing an extra 30 minutes per day for parents to pick-up
their children since a lot of parents work toward or in northern Virginia. We would like to
use the current fee schedule regardless of times of need. This will keep our site prices
consistent between the three sites and easier for bookkeeping purposes in the event a
child attends a different site during their enroliment.

Subject Potential Adjustments to Payroll Processing

As discussed previously, a new payroll and human resources package is included as part of the County’s
software upgrade. This program will provide many improvements to human resource management and
position control which is largely done at the current time manually with Microsoft Excel. The County's
current payroll process has evolved over time, partly in response to the needs of individual departments
(in the case of fire and sheriff). The end result is a system with overlapping pay periods, various
combinations of types of pay, and manual and retroactive accounting for leave.  This combination
creates inherent confusion for the employees and an unnecessarily complex accounting trail.

As an example, under the current payroll process, the May 31% payroll will include the following:

Fire & EMS* 1/12 annual pay
Overtime and leave adjustments for March 16" — April 12"

Sheriff** 1/12 annual pay
Overtime and leave adjustments for March 28" — April 25"
Part-time for April 7" — May 4™

All Other 1/12 annual pay
Overtime and leave adjustments for April 1% — April 3o™
Part-time for April 7" — May 4"

* For Fire & EMS, the July 31* payroll will include overtime and leave adjustments for two twenty-eight day

cycles in order to true-up for the year.
* For Sheriff, the December 31™ payroll will include overtime and leave adjustments for two twenty-eight day

cycles in order to true-up for the year.

We would like the Board to consider standardizing pay periods across departments with a two-week
processing window which will enable the automated tracking, calculation and payment of all pay types
(regular, overtime, leave time, part-time) for each period using timesheets. From a management
perspective, this offers numerous advantages and results in a more efficient, effective, timely and
transparent payroll process. We recommend that the County:

 Establish a defined pay period for all employees, such as “Sunday to Saturday, every 2 weeks.”

» Eliminate fluctuating hours for base pay during pay periods (depending on the days in a month) and
establish hourly rates for all non-exempt personnel rather than combining 1/12" annual pay with
ather amounts {overtime} based on hourly rates.





e Aligning alt pay periods to increments of 7 days, thereby allowing automated calculation of FLSA
required overtime for law enforcement, and Fire and EMS staff who work on a 28 day cycle.
o Eliminate the need for most retroactive pay/leave adjustments.

In order to accomplish these goals and create the processing window, the impact to the County would be
an accrual of approximately $245,286 at June 30, 2014. The recording of this liability would not impact
annual cash flow, but would require a budget amendment for FY14. The implementation of the new
software offers management and the Board a unique opportunity to thoughtfully consider and organize
the payroll process by applying a comprehensive approach across departments and improving process
efficiencies for many years to come.

WHEREAS the Virginia climate remains one of more rainfall than evaporation rate,
which causes ta|ltngs ponds to overflow as well as leach into the water table; and

WHEREAS, spec:lfloally nearby Contrary Creek, south of Orange County on Route 522
in Spotsylvania County; has exhibited overflow from tailings ponds from old gold mines and
tailings ponds with acid levels under 3.0 ph, that have poisoned the water and surrounding
shore of the Creek; and

WHEREAS, research shows that tailings pond liners can last between 100 and 200
years, but are reported to remain radioactive for well over 100,000 years; and

WHEREAS, such mining activities can seriously damage the rural character of Orange
County by both contamination of its soil and water supplies and by creating a blight on the
landscape; and

WHEREAS, escrow finds set aside for decommissioning, damage repair from

devastating environmental impacts, and perpetual care have been chronically inadequate,
leaving taxpayers to bear the costs of stabilizing radioactive sites; and

WHEREAS, during the summer of 2012, the Virginia Department of Health heard 80% to
90% negative testimony in their series of four public forums on the subject of uranium mining;
and

Subject: Dog Park Research

Over the last year, Parks and Recreation staff has been contacted many times by
residents about their desire for dog parks in the County.

Sec. 26-34. — Application

(a) Except as exempted...

(b) It shall be unlawful...

{c) From time to time the board...

{(d) In accordance with § 10.1-561 of the Code of Virginia, stream restoration and relocation projects
that incorporate natural channel design concepts are not man-made channels and shall be
exempt from any flow rate capacity and velocity requirements for natural or man-made channels
as defined in any regulations promulgated pursuant to this ordinance. Any plan approved prior
to July 1, 2014, that provides for stormwater management that addresses any flow rate capacity
and velocity requirements for natural or man-made channels shall satisfy the flow rate capacity
and velocity requirements for natural or man-made channels if the practices are designed to (i)
detain the water quality volume and to release it over 48 hours: (ii) detain and release over a 24-
hour period the expected rainfall resulting from the one year. 24-hour storm; and (iii) reduce the
allowable peak flow rate resulting from the 1.5, 2. and 10-year, 24-hour storms to a level that is
less than or equal to the peak flow rate from the site, assuming it was in a good forested

condition, achieved through multiplication of the forested peak flow rate by a reduction factor
that is equal to the runoff volume from the site when it was in a good forested condition divided

by the runoff volume from the site in its proposed condition, and shall be exempt from any flow
rate capacity and velocity requirements for natural or man-made channels as defined in any
regulations promulgated pursuant to this ordinance. For plans approved on and after July 1,
2014, the flow rate capacity and veiocity requirements of this subsection shall be satisfied by
compliance with water quantity requirements in the Stormwater Management Act (§ 10.1-
603.2 et seq. of the Code of Virginia) and attendant requiations, unless such land-disturbing

activities are in accordance with 4 VAC 50-60-48 of the Virginia Stormwater Management
Program (VSMP) Permit Regulations.

Sec. 26-42. — Amendments to plan.

The County may reguire changes to an approved plan in the following cases:

(a) Where inspection has revealed that the plan is inadequate to satisfy applicable regulations; or
(b) Where the person responsible for carrying out the approved plan finds that because of changed

circumstances or for other reasons the approved plan cannot be effectively carried out, and

proposed amendments to the plan, consisient with the requirements of this article and
associated regulations, are agreed to by the County and the person responsible for carrying out

the plan.
