MEMORANDUM

To: Orange County Board of Supervisors
From: Donna H. Chewning, Commissioner of the Revenue

SUBJECT: Tax Relief for the Elderly Ordinance Update

The County Attorney and her staff have worked with my office on updating the Tax Relief for
the Elderly and Handicapped Ordinance. We recommend increases in the income limitation,
subtraction for relative living in the dwelling, and net worth. The recommendations are as

follows:
$40,000 Income Limitation
$7,500 Relative Subtraction

$120,000 Net Worth Limitation

We discussed these at length and decided with current economic conditions these would be fair
increases and would still allow for increases in the future. *The $200,000 net worth limitation
would allow many taxpayers to qualify for tax relief for the elderly exemption and possibly land
use deferment. Placing what I feel is an unfair tax burden on other citizens. '
