At a Special Meeting of the Orange County Board of Supervisors held on Monday, August 24, 2009,
beginning at 6:00 p.m., in the Orange County High School Auditorium, 201 Selma Road, Orange, Virginia.
Present: Lee H. Frame, Jr., Chairman; S. Teel Goodwin, Vice-Chairman; R. Mark Johnson; Zack Burkett;
and Teri L. Pace. Also present: Julie G. Jordan, Acting County Administrator; Sharon Pandak, County
Attorney; and Donna D. Curry, Chief Deputy Clerk.

RE: CALL TO ORDER

At 6:00 p.m., this being the time and place as advertised in the Orange County Review and the
Free Lance Star, Chairman Frame called the public hearing to order to receive comments on the
following:

e SUP 08-07: An application from 3 & 20 Limited Partnership together with JDC Ventures, LLC, for
a Special Use Permit to establish a “large retail use” for a Walmart retail store together with other
retail uses on properties identified as tax map numbers 24-08 and 24-10. The property is located
on the north side of Route 3 near the intersection with Route 20. The proposed site is designated
for Economic Development on the Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Map 2025, and is
zoned C-2, General Commercial.

Chairman Frame read a statement regarding the procedures to be followed during the public
hearing.

Deborah S. Kendall, Interim Planning Director, gave the staff report.
Tom Klein, attorney for the applicant, spoke in support of the application.
Chairman Frame opened the floor for public comment at 6:20 p.m.

There being no further speakers, Chairman Frame closed the public hearing at 10:27 p.m.
Mr. Burkett thanked those individuals who traveled a great distance to attend the public hearing.

Chairman Frame thanked everyone who had attended the meeting and for their respectful
conduct.

Mr. Johnson responded to comments made during the public hearing suggesting that the Board'’s
decision had already been made on the application. He stated that the Board members have had open
minds throughout the process and that the County had no involvement in the deal. He explained that the
Board's responsibilities include: educating children, providing law enforcement and public safety without
breaking the backs of the taxpayers. He stated that history is not the ground that is stood upon, it is the
people, their deeds and the lives lived. Mr. Johnson commented on the letter received from Governor
Kaine and Speaker Howell and stated that he felt it was a mistake for them to have written it. He
concluded by reading a letter he had received from a constituent supporting the proposed application.
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Mr. Goodwin stated that he ran for the Board of Supervisors because he supports education and
economic development.

Mrs. Pace stated that the decision is a comprehensive issue for the County and that it is
important to look at it all. Economic development is very important. She suggested that the proposed
project be moved further west and noted that Wal-mart is only part of the equation.

Chairman Frame stated that he blames himself for having to conduct a public hearing as he
supported the Big Box Ordinance. He explained that the ordinance was not designed to keep business
out but to better manage development. He stated that the Park Service or benefactor should have
purchased the land if they didn't want to see it developed. Chairman Frame reported that there will be no
significant visual impact from Route 3. He stated that the current proposal with conditions is the best way
to preserve the battlefield than if something is built by-right.

Mr. Johnson moved to adopt the following ordinance approving the SUP 08-07 with the conditions
as adopted by the Orange County Planning Commission:

WHEREAS, the 3 & 20 Partnership and JDC Ventures, LLC have requested the Orange County
Board of Supervisors to consider a Special Use Permit to allow a Large Retail Use for a Walmart retail
store together with other retail uses on their property identified as Tax Map Nos. 24-8 and 24-10, an
aggregate of 51.56 acres, currently zoned C-2, General Commercial; and

WHEREAS, a Large Retail Use is an allowed use in the C-2, General Commercial zoning district
subject to an approved Special Use Permit; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on the proposed Special Use Permit
on May 21, 2009, and considered this application on June 11, 2009 and June 25, 2009; and duly
advertised and conducted a public hearing on August 20, 2009, and further considered this application on
August 20, 2009 and August 21, 2009, and recommended approval subject to conditions dated July 16,
2009; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors duly advertised and held a public hearing on the proposed
Special Use Permit on August 24, 2009, and the Board’'s consideration of the Special Use Permit
extended into August 25, 2009; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Planning and Zoning has recommended approval of the Special
Use Permit subject to conditions dated July 16, 2009; and

WHEREAS, the Board has considered whether the proposed Special Use Permit would further
the purposes of the Comprehensive Plan and the Zoning Ordinance; threaten the public health, safety or
welfare; be compatible with its surroundings; or would result in substantial detriment to the surrounding
property; and

WHEREAS, public necessity, convenience, general welfare, and/or good zoning practice support
approval of the proposed Special Use Permit;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, that the Orange County Board of Supervisors hereby
approves SUP 08-07, which allows a Large Retail Use for a Walmart retail store together with other retail
uses on property identified as Tax Map Nos. 24-8 and 24-10, subject to the proposed conditions, dated
July 16, 2009, as amended by the Board on August 25, 2009 and attached hereto.

Mr. Burkett seconded the motion.

Discussion ensued including: the type of store it will be; landscape islands; pad sites one (1) and
three (3); and proffers.
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Vote on motion — Aye: Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin, Frame. Nays: Pace.

Chairman Frame asked if there was a motion to approve the conditions as presented.

Mr. Burkett made a motion to delete item 5b from the list of conditions. Mr. Goodwin seconded
the motion. Ayes: Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin, Frame. Nays: Pace.

Mr. Burkett made a motion to delete item 5c from the list of conditions. Mr. Johnson seconded
the motion. Ayes: Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin, Pace, Frame. Nays: None.

At 11:57 p.m., Mr. Burkett moved, seconded by Mr. Johnson and carried, to extend the Board
meeting past midnight. Ayes: Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin, Pace, Frame. Nays: None.

Mr. Burkett moved to add an additional condition: 6j — “The County and VDOT can agree to an
adequate engineering alternative to the foregoing conditions.” Mr. Goodwin seconded the motion. Ayes:
Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin Pace, Frame. Nays: None.

Mr. Burkett moved to strike item 6f. The motion died for lack of a second.

Mr. Johnson moved to modify condition 6d with the following additional language: “provided such
dedication occurs within five (5) years of occupancy of the Wal-mart store.” Mr. Burkett seconded the
motion. Ayes: Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin, Pace, Frame. Nays: None.

Chairman Frame moved to modify condition 3 as follows: change 133,481 to 134,000; 4,748 to
5,000; 98,750 to 100,000. Mr. Burkett seconded the motion. Ayes: Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin, Pace,
Frame. Nays: None.

Mr. Goodwin moved to modify condition 5a with the following additional language: “two (2) hours
prior to the opening of the store until two (2) hours after it closes”; and with regard to the Second Phase
“from two (2) hours prior to the opening until two (2) hours after closing of each establishment.” Mr.
Burkett seconded the motion. Ayes: Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin. Nays: Pace, Frame.

Chairman Frame made a motion that condition 7d be modified with the following additional
language: “The Applicant shall be required to pay 100% of the costs in the event that the State or County
determines that the development on Pad Sites 1 and 3 of the Subject Property causes the need for the
upgrade.” Mrs. Pace seconded the motion. Ayes: Pace, Frame. Nays: Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin.

Mr. Burkett moved to add a condition — 8f: “1. The Applicant and Wal-mart shall keep the
Subject Property free of litter, to include but not limited to, plastic and other packaging of merchandise,
and shall take steps to ensure that litter will not leave the Property boundaries. 2. The Applicant and/or
Wal-mart shall provide the County with $5,000 to be placed in an escrow account at the County for the
County to use to provide clean up of litter deemed by the County to have originated from the Subject
Property. Prior to commencing any clean-up using said fund, the County shall give the Applicant and
Wal-mart ten (10) days written notice to clean-up the litter; if the litter has not been removed to the
County’s satisfaction in that time period, the County may proceed to provide clean-up. If the County
determines that an emergency exists, it may give the Applicant and Wal-mart notice at the time it
commences clean-up. 3. The Applicant and/or Wal-mart shall replenish the fund within ten (10) days of
notice from the County that funds have been expended.” Mr. Johnson seconded the motion. Ayes:
Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin, Pace, Frame. Nays: None.

Mr. Burkett moved to modify condition 7b with the following additional language: “In the event
that Orange County indicates to the Applicant that it desire the foregoing +17.55 acres or wants it
conveyed to a conservation or preservation organization, the Applicant shall deed the acreage to the
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County or County-designated organization subject to the easement prohibitions on future disturbance or
development.” Mr. Johnson seconded the motion. Ayes: Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin, Pace, Frame.
Nays: None.

Mr. Frame moved to modify condition 3 regarding the following: change Pad Sites |, Il, and Il to
Pad Sites 1, 2, and 3. Mr. Goodwin seconded the motion. Ayes: Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin, Pace,
Frame. Nays: None.

Mr. Johnson moved to add an additional condition - 11h: “The entrance sign to be located
adjacent to Route 3 shall be of the same color scheme as that of the Wal-mart store.” Mr. Burkett
seconded the motion. Ayes: Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin, Pace, Frame. Nays: None.

Mrs. Pace asked Mr. Klein if they would be willing to proffer a more expedient time frame for
opening the store. Mr. Klein stated that they would avail themselves to getting the site plan in
expediently. He indicated that they would be more interested in following the State Code which is five (5)
years.

Mrs. Pace moved to add an additional condition — 11i: “Local Products. Wal-mart agrees to
purchase food form local growers to supplement its current products, and to identify said food as local in
its in-store labeling. Wal-mart shall identify a contact person for local growers in this regard, and
prominently display the information in its Customer Service area.” The motion died for lack of a second.

Chairman Frame moved to modify condition 8c with the following language: “In addition, if the
owners of Parcels 24-10A and 24-10D do not object, the Applicant shall, at Applicant’s expense, extend
the proposed proffers and landscaping to visually screen those properties from Route 3 as well.”

Mrs. Pace seconded the motion. Ayes: Pace, Frame. Nays: Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin.

Mrs. Pace moved to add an additional condition — 10d: “The Applicant agrees to contribute
$15,000 to Orange County towards the funding of a Historic Entrance/Corridor or similar study if the
County determines to contract for or participate in such a study within five (5) years from the date of this
SUP.” Chairman Frame seconded the motion. Ayes: Goodwin, Pace, Frame. Nays: Johnson, Burkett.

Mr. Johnson thanked everyone for attending the public hearing and staying throughout the
evening.

Mr. Johnson moved to approve the Special Use Permit and conditions as amended and revised.
Mr. Burkett seconded the motion. Ayes: Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin, Frame. Nays: Pace.

Mr. Burkett moved to adjourn the meeting at 12:54 p.m. Mr. Johnson seconded the motion.
Ayes: Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin, Pace, Frame. Nays: None.

RE: ISSUING VEHICLE DECALS FOR ENTRY INTO THE LANDFILL

The Board has discussed issuing a vehicle decal to County residents, which they would
then use as a method of entry into the County landfill. While no ordinance is needed to do so,
the Board must pass a resolution because the Board is requiring residents to display the decal in
order to enter the landfill. This raises the action to the level of an “official action” requiring a
resolution. Also this “official action” is necessary to authorize placement of the decal on the
windshield consistent with motor vehicle law.

To recap why the County has the authority to issue these decal: localities are authorized
to issue a decal in conjunction with a vehicle licensing fee. § 46.2-752 VA Code Ann. Since
Orange County already requires a licensing fee, pursuant to Orange County Code 62-37, there
are no further requirements for the County to issue a decal as well. This recommendation,
however, is only meant to encompass the current situation where the decals are intended as a
means of access into public services such as the County landfill.

If the Board should decide in the future that it wants all County residents to be required to
display the decal regardless of whether they want to use public services as proof of payment of
the fee, then the Board would need to pass an ordinance pursuant to § 46.2-752.G VA Code
Ann. In that situation, the County would issue the decal to residents who had actually paid their
license fee.
