This public hearing is regarding a rezoning application submitted by A & K Development Corp. to 
change the zoning map classification of tax parcel 12-35A from Agricultural (A) to Multi-Family 
Residential (R-4) to accommodate development of a maximum of 40 dwelling units for residents 
aged 55+ years.  The development is intended to be concurrent with development of the adjacent, 
previously-rezoned Germanna Villas, which is approved for up to 290 units on tax parcel 12-18. 
It should be noted that the proposed development on the subject parcel represents a net increase 
of 28 units on both parcels combined.  The subject parcel is located within the “Low-Intensity 
Mixed-Use” future land use designation of the Germanna-Wilderness Area Plan. 
 
The Planning Commission held their public hearing on this application during their October 4th 
regular meeting. There were two speakers from the public, both of which expressed their support 
for this application. The Commission voted 5-0 to recommend approval of this zoning map 
amendment as presented.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
Planning staff recommend approval of the rezoning with associated proffers as presented.  This 
action would be consistent with comprehensive plan goals and objectives, specifically with various 
objectives as articulated for Subarea 5 Lake of the Woods of the 2015 Germanna-Wilderness Area 
Plan. 
 
APPLICATION OVERVIEW & BACKGROUND 
Application Summary:  
This is an application by A & K Development Corp. to change the zoning map classification of 
tax parcel 12-35A from Agricultural (A) to Multi-Family Residential (R-4) to accommodate 
development of a maximum of 40 dwelling units for residents aged 55+ years.  The development 
is intended to be concurrent with development of the adjacent, previously-rezoned Germanna 
Villas, which is approved for up to 290 units on tax parcel 12-18. It should be noted that the 
proposed development on the subject parcel represents a net increase of 28 units on both parcels 
combined. 
 
Character of the Area: The area is characterized by a mix of commercial and residential uses, with 
substantial areas of undeveloped land. The subject property is currently forested.

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Planning & Zoning History: The current zoning classification is the original zoning assigned to 
the subject parcel.  The property is situated in Sub-Area 5 (Lake of the Woods) of the 2015 
Germanna-Wilderness Area Plan. 
 
Community Input: As of the writing of this staff report, no public comments have been received 
concerning this application. 
 
Application Review Committee (ARC): The ARC reviewed the proposal, and comments were 
received from the Rapidan Service Authority (RSA) and the Culpeper Soil & Water Conservation 
District (SWCD).  The RSA has indicated that there is capacity to serve a maximum of 40 
residential units as proposed utilizing the public water and sewer systems associated with the 
proposed Germanna Villas project.  Accordingly, the RSA indicated no objections to the proposed 
rezoning to R-4. 
 
The SWCD did not comment specifically on the proposed rezoning.  However, the reviewing 
Conservation Specialist pointed out that a stormwater management plan that complies with current 
Virginia Stormwater Management regulations will be required in association with the proposed 
development.  It was also noted that the previously-approved Germanna Villas plans will require 
documentation of compliance with applicable regulations. 
 
 
ANALYSIS & REVIEW OF IMPACTS 
Zoning / Uses:  The subject parcel is a vacant, forested flag lot with the pipestem creating Rt. 3 
frontage/access, although at this time there is no surfaced access to Germanna Highway.  Adjacent 
to the southeast is tax parcel 12-18, zoned R-4 and currently undeveloped, which is the site of the 
proposed Germanna Villas project and is under the same ownership as the subject property.  The 
subject parcel is also adjacent to tax parcel 12-35, which is zoned C-2 Commercial General and is 
the site of a mini-storage facility.  The subject property otherwise abuts other parcels zoned A 
Agricultural. 
 
Across Germanna Highway from the subject parcel are an architect’s office, a vehicle sales 
business, and a marine business. 
 
Comprehensive Plan: The property is situated in Subarea 5 (Lake of the Woods) of the Germanna-
Wilderness Area Plan and is in an area designated Low-Intensity Mixed Uses by the Future Land 
Use Guidelines for the sub-area. The 50-Year Vision for this sub-area calls for development of 
multi-family and senior-living residential. 
 
Impacts to Public Health, Safety, and Welfare: This proposal is consistent with the character of 
the area and is not expected to pose any impacts to public health, safety, or welfare. 
 
Impacts to Environmental, Scenic, and Historic Assets:  None anticipated. 
 
Compatibility with Surroundings: The proposal is compatible with the surrounding area. 
 
Impacts to County Services:  No adverse impacts to county services are anticipated.  There is a 
fire station/EMS facility located approximately one (1) mile from the subject property, so response 
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time to potential calls from the potential development should be relatively fast with existing 
service. The age-restricted development as proposed would be expected to generate little if any 
additional burden on the county school system. 
 
 
Fiscal and Employment Impacts: New construction activity would be expected to produce some 
additional employment opportunities.  New housing development will generate additional tax 
revenue. 
 
Transportation: The Virginia Department of Transportation Louisa Residency did not comment on 
the proposed rezoning.  When REZ 96-08 was approved to allow 290 units for the development 
known as Germanna Villas, it was noted that “[a]t build-out the project would create between 
1,000 and 2,900 trips per day, depending on the percentage of units sold to retirees.  While that is 
a significant amount of traffic, it would not warrant a signal.” (Staff Review, June 18, 1996) The 
concept plan submitted with the subject rezoning indicates that the boundary line between tax 
parcel 12-18 and tax parcel 12-35A would be abandoned and the layout of the dwelling units would 
be changed such that the total number of units on 12-18 would be reduced, with the net increase 
of dwelling units being 28 if the subject rezoning is approved.  The concept plan shows two 
entrances on Rt. 3, both of which are aligned with crossovers, to serve the development.  One 
entrance would utilize the crossover associated with the access to the mini-storage facility. 
 
While 28 additional units could increase vehicle trips per day by almost 100 (50% entering, 50% 
exiting) (Institute of Transportation Engineers, Trip Generation, 7th Edition, Land Use: 252, Senior 
Adult Housing-Attached), this is not a significant increase in traffic associated with the entire 
proposed development. 
 
 
PROFFERS / CONDITIONS REVIEW 
Following are the conditions proffered by the applicant in association with the proposed rezoning 
and staff analysis of each. 
 


1.  Parcel will be developed as part of the adjacent Germanna Villas developed (originally 
approved via REZ 96-08) and shall generally conform to the site plan submitted with this 
rezoning application.  The Zoning Administrator shall determine “general conformance.” 


 
Staff comment:  This condition will optimize utilization of the two parcels with open space 
and one ingress/egress point off Germanna Highway, which will advance access 
management goals for Rt. 3. 
 


2. The occupancy of these units will be limited to those of 55+ in age and the total number of 
dwelling units will not exceed 40. 


 
Staff comment:  This condition will limit the total number of dwelling units on both parcels 
to 318.  The age restriction may or may not be a limiting factor for traffic generation, but 
the proposed project is consistent with comprehensive plan goals for this development 
subarea. 
 


3. Roads will be built to state specifications. 
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Staff comment:  This condition should ensure adequate and safe vehicular access to 
residents in the development internally as well as to Germanna Highway. Although the 
proffer does not address road maintenance, this condition is consistent with the subarea 
policy stipulating that new roads will be built to Virginia Department of Transportation 
standards. 


 
4. All units will utilize public water and sewer service. 


 
Staff comment:  The Rapidan Service Authority has indicated that the project can be served 
by the public water and sewer system from the proposed Germanna Villas.  This condition 
is consistent with the subarea policy stipulating that all new development will utilize public 
water and wastewater. 
 


5. Land clearing shall only occur to the extent necessary to install the development as shown 
on the submitted site plan.  A wooded riparian buffer at least 50’ from either side of the 
stream shall be retained except as may be needed for storm water management facilities, 
utilities, or a road crossing.  Complete clearing of the parcel shall not occur. 


 
Staff comment:  This condition is consistent with comprehensive plan objectives for the 
Germanna -Wilderness Area with respect to maintenance of conservation areas along and 
adjacent to wetlands and water features. Maintenance of vegetation also advances quality-
of-life objectives for the area and serves to help preserve water quality. 
 


6. An access easement or right-of-way shall be reserved from the end of the road to the 
southwestern property line as a means of providing a potential connection point to a future 
realignment of Flat Run Rd. (Route 601).  Should Route 601 be realigned to within 200 
feet of the property boundary, connection of the subdivision road to Route 601 shall be 
made upon request by Orange County.  Orange County shall bear no cost for this 
connection unless otherwise agreed to. 


 
Staff comment:  This condition is consistent with policy guidance for the planning subarea 
of promoting inter-connectivity of roads between existing and future development.

detriment to the surrounding property; and

the proposed zoning map amendment.

REZ 18-02: A&K Development Corp 
  


The conditions of this zoning map amendment shall apply to County tax parcel 12-35A, as well as 
any future division or consolidation of said property unless otherwise specified herein. Compliance 
is the responsibility of the applicant, owners, and assigns. The following conditions are intended 
to offset and mitigate impacts of the proposed use, and to render the application consistent with 
the applicable provisions of the Comprehensive Plan. If the information on the zoning map 
amendment concept plan and application are in conflict with one another or with the Zoning 
Ordinance, the more restrictive shall apply, unless, specifically modified, waived, or otherwise 
specified in these conditions. Violation of these conditions, in whole or in part, may be cause for 
the revocation of the rezoning, pursuant to §15.2-2309(7) of the Code of Virginia. 
 


1. Controlling documents – Controlling documents shall be the conditions as set forth 
herein and the documents submitted with the application dated July 9, 2018. 


 
2. Compliance – Use and development of the subject property shall be in substantial 


conformance with these conditions. The Zoning Administrator shall determine 
“substantial conformance.” The property owner shall be responsible for obtaining all 
required county licenses, site plan approvals, building permits, health permits, VDOT 
permits, zoning, stormwater, and erosion & sediment control permits. 
 


3. Uses – This rezoning shall permit development of a maximum of 40 dwelling units 
(20 duplex units) on the subject parcel, or a total of 318 duplex units on tax parcels 
12-35A and 12-18 combined. 
 


4. Standards & Conditions: 
(a) Subdivision roads will be built to Virginia Department of Transportation 


specifications. 
(b) All units will utilize public water and sewer service. 
(c) Complete clearing of the parcel shall not occur. Land clearing shall only occur to 


the extent necessary to install the development as shown on the submitted 
site/concept plan.  A wooded riparian buffer at least 50’ from either side of the 
stream shall be retained except as may be needed for installation of storm water 
management facilities, utilities, or a road crossing. 


(d) An access easement or right-of-way shall be reserved from the end of the road to 
the southwestern property line as a potential connection to a future realignment of 
Flat Run Road (Route 601).  Should Route 601 be realigned to within 200 feet of 
the property boundary, connection of the subdivision road to Route 601 shall be 
made upon request by Orange County.  Orange County shall bear no cost for this 
connection unless otherwise agreed to.
