SUBJECT: Rappahannock River and Rain Gauges Study

At the August 14, 2012, Board of Supervisors meeting, the Board was presented a request from
Eldon James, representative from Rappahannock River Basin Commission, regarding the
Rappahannock River and Rain Gauges Study (see attached email). This project is described as
an integrated system of river and rain gauges in order to provide real-time data for public safety,
water quality, and water resource planning. Mr. James explained that it was important for
localities to get the most out of their money, and this system had been designed to be muilti-
purpose; it would be a tool for emergency preparedness, water resource planning, flood
response, water quality and flow data, and life and property protection.

Mr. James requested that the Board consider a monetary contribution to be used toward the
planning of this project. He noted that the Army Corps of Engineers had budgeted $45,000 for
their half of the project, of which the State had appropriated an additional $22,500. His request
is that localities in the middle and upper basin consider an appropriation toward the last 25% of
the cost of the project.

Since the August 14, 2012, meeting, | have contact Mr. James as the Board directed. In
communicating with him, he indicated that Fauquier County, Stafford County, Spotsylvania
County, the City of Fredericksburg, and Rappahannock County had all appropriated funds
toward this project in amounts ranging from $1,000 to $3,000. The money will be spent on the
planning phase of the project, and the money will not be returned to the locality, even if the
project is not successfully implemented.

Subject: Rappahannock River and Rain Gauges Study - Participation and Funding

Good Afternoon All,

As you have heard the RRBC is working with the Corps of Engineers on the development of an
implementation plan for an integrated system of stream and rain gauges to provide real-time data
for public safety, water quality and water resource planning. The National Weather Service and
the USGS have agreed to participate; the kickoff meeting is scheduled for this coming Thursday
(you have previously received information on this from Holly Carpenter of the Corps' Norfolk
District).

The Corps has budgeted $45,000 for their 50% of the project. The project is focused on the
middle and upper basin (Fredericksburg, Spotsylvania, Stafford, Fauquier, Culpeper, Orange,
Madison and Rappahannock). Ihave previously spoken with several of you about how this
project came to be and that the state has appropriated $22,500 for half of the match. We have to
come up with an additional $22,500 matching funds, which can include in-kind. Many of you
have indicated you/your staff's attendance at the kick off meeting. I will be working with local
members of the Advisory Committee that will be established to appropriately document the time
invested in order to get full credit for that in-kind contribution. Some of you have also indicated
that you may be able to contribute a small amount of cash to the project; which leads me to my
question. Can you let me know if you can contribute funds toward the match and if so how
much?

Thank you in advance for your time participation in this effort and thank you again if you arc
able to provide some funding. If you would like more information or would like to discuss this

in more detail please let me know.

Please find attached the proposed amendment to the Orange County Commercial Building
Permit Fee Schedule prepared by staff in response to concerns regarding temporary tent
permit/inspection fees.

Virginia Code currently requires that permits be issued and inspections be performed for
temporary tents that are larger than 900 square feet or that can be occupied by more than 50
people. As listed on the Permit Fee Schedule approved June 14, 2010, and effective July 1,
2010, a Tent Fee of $100 should be imposed for these particular permits, enabling the permit
holder to erect one tent and have one inspection by the Building Department.

The cost of the $100 Tent Fee is based upon: Permit Technician time to process and issue the
permit and schedule the inspections; department expenses; vehicle expenses; and the
inspector’s time to travel and perform the inspection.

Based on the current Permit Fee Schedule, if someone were to request a permit for five tents on
the same parcel, for the same date, and the same event, one permit would be issued for each
tent. The total cost to the applicant would be $500, plus the State surcharge.

In staff's analysis, multiple tent permits require greater time for the Permit Technician to process
and issue, as well as increased inspector’s time to perform multiple inspections.

Per a request from the Board of Supervisors at their meeting on August 14, 2012, a revised
Permit Fee Schedule for tents has been prepared, as follows:
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Proposed Amendment to the Orange County Commercial Building Permit Fee Schedule

* Proposed amendment to replace the current $100 permit fee for tents
over 900 square feet, or to accommodate more than 50 people:

First Tent Permit Fee.................... $100
Subsequent Tent Permit Fee......... $50
First Re-Inspection Fee.................. $75

Subsequent Re-Inspection Fee.....$50

This modified Permit Fee Schedule for tents would allow for a fixed reduced rate for subsequent
tents, but would remain the same for one tent. Referring to the original example, the cost for
five tents using the modified Permit Fee Schedule would be $300 versus $500.

Using the modified Permit Fee Schedule, one permit would be issued to cover multiple tents,
given that the following criteria were met:
- The tents will all be installed at the same location, at the same time, and for the
same event;
- The tents will all be inspected at the same time; and
- The tents will all have the same permit applicant.

The modified fees would be applicable regardiess of whether an organization or an individual

were applying for the permits. The tents would also not have to be provided by the same
vendor, so long as the permit applicant was the same.
