1. Call to order and determination of quorum: 

Chairman Brooks called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm and streaming began on YouTube.

Special Use Permit to discharge fireworks at Tax Map Parcel 61-32.  The request

An 
extensive discussion ensued with the Planning Commissioners expressing concerns 
and asking questions of the applicants, MAPAG as authorized by property owner 
Cardinal Garden & Gun, LLC, represented by Edward and Carol Hostetter. Dave 
Stoddard, president of the board of directors of MAPAG was in attendance from 
his home, 3316 Kilkenny Street, Silver Spring, Maryland.  John Steinberg, advisor 
to the board of MAPAG, was in attendance from his residence at 3944 Carthage 
Rd., Randallstown, Maryland;  and Edward Hostettler, also an advisor to the board, 
and his wife Carol were in attendance via Zoom video conference from their 
residence at 2006 Mt. Forest Dr., Houston, Tx.   They explained their desire to 
establish a location in Orange County where they can discharge fireworks on 
specified dates and addressed �W�K�H�� �F�R�P�P�L�V�V�L�R�Q�H�U�V�¶�� �T�X�H�V�W�L�R�Q�V�� �D�Q�G�� �F�R�Q�F�H�U�Q�V���� ��In 
addition, the applicants advised MAPAG has been active in Orange County since 
2012 and now seeks to operate from a new and permanent location.
