SUBJECT: Proposed Lease with Barboursville Ruritan Club

As the Board of Supervisors is aware, the Four County Players organization is undertaking a
project to expand the rear of its building to better accommodate backstage operations. The
project is tentatively scheduled to start in May.

Because of the expansion toward the rear of the property, an ingress/egress easement and a
waterline used by the Ruritan Club will be affected. The Barboursville Ruritan Club leases the
adjacent building from Orange County.

Four County Players and the Barboursville Ruritan Club have worked out an agreeable location
for the waterline serving the Ruritan Club’s building. The total cost of the waterline relocation is
being paid by Four County Players as part of the overall expansion project.

The other item involving the Barboursville Ruritan Club is an ingress/egress easement. This
easement is fifteen (15) feet in width and permits the Ruritan Club to periodically access, with a
pick-up truck and trailer, a free-standing storage building behind its building. The Four County
Players building project requires a relocation of this easement.

Accordingly, an updated Exhibit A for the current Barboursville Ruritan lease has been prepared
by Jim Whipp, GIS Analyst, to reflect the Ruritan Club’s easement in relation to the Four County
Players’ project. This lease exhibit is being updated from an original hand-sketched diagram used
in the most recent lease between Orange County and Barboursville Ruritan Club.

Also, Supervisor Johnson has been kept advised of this matter and recommended that this would
be a good opportunity to update the term of the lease between Orange County and Barboursville
Ruritan Club, given that an Exhibit A is being updated. Accordingly, it is proposed that the
Barboursville Ruritan Club’s lease term coincide with the Four County Player’s lease term which
was last extended in 2017. The Four County Player’s lease will continue through July 31, 2037.

The County Attorney has prepared a draft of the updated lease for your reference, and is the
subject of the public hearing scheduled for the Board of Supervisors’ meeting on April 9. The
only revisions to the current lease are the extension of lease term and the updated Exhibit A.
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The lease and Exhibit A, as drafted are currently being reviewed by members of the Barboursville
Ruritan Club. There may be minor edits to the lease or Exhibit A, and if such edits occur, updated
drafts of each will be provided to the Board of Supervisors prior to the public hearing.

It is my understanding, representatives from the Barboursville Ruritan Club will be attending the
public hearing to answer any questions if needed.
