RE: CALL TO ORDER AND DETERMINATION OF QUORUM 
 Chairman White called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM and established a quorum. 
 
RE: EDA RESOLUTION OF SUPPORT FOR WAL-MART

 Julie Jordan presented the revised EDA bylaws containing the language regarding the 
check writing policy. 

Article VI 

Advisory committee; Staff and Administrative Procedures 
 
(d) Validation of checks drawn on the EDA’s bank account(s) as administered by the Fiscal 

Agent per Article IV(d) shall be derived from majority vote of the EDA Board of Directors.  
The EDA Board shall direct the Secretary/Treasurer to authorize the Fiscal Agent to 
obtain funds from those accounts under its direct authority to perform the business of the 
EDA.  “By majority vote, the Board will adopt a policy with respect to issuance of checks 
and authorization of use of Authority funds in order to perform the business of the EDA.  
The EDA may also request and obtain additional funds from the Orange County Board of 
Supervisors to implement policy directives as deemed appropriate and beneficial to the 
citizens of Orange County.   

 
Mr.  Sherman motioned, seconded by Mr. Irby to adopt the revised EDA by laws as presented.
