• Proposed Amendment to Chapter 6, Animals, of the Orange County Code of Ordinances pertaining to the 
following:  changing references in current County code from Title 3.1 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, 
to Title 3.2 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, to be effective as of October 1, 2008, due to changes 
made by the General Assembly; adding additional language to the definition of a dangerous dog; adding language 
regarding the  trial process for violating the County’s comprehensive animal laws; adding language requiring the 
owner of a dog that has been found to be dangerous to register the animal with the Commonwealth of Virginia 
Dangerous Dog Registry, among other requirements; and adding penalties for owners of dangerous dogs for 
repeated offenses committed by the dangerous dog.
