• Proposed Tax Exempt status, pursuant to §58.1-3651 VA Code Ann., for property owned by the James Madison 

Memorial Foundation, tax map nos. 044A4002600330, 0.2397 acres, and 044A4002600340, 0.5076 acres, 
totaling 0.7473 acres (real and personal property). 

 
For 2008 the assessed value of the real property for which the exemption is sought is, respectively, $125,000, 
and $227,400, totaling $352,400.  There is no County assessed value for tangible personal property.  The 2008 
County real estate taxes assessed against the subject real properties are, respectively,  $587.50 and $1,068.78, 
totaling $1,656.28, and no County taxes were assessed for personal property;  
 

• Proposed Tax Exempt status, pursuant to §58.1-3651 VA Code Ann., for property owned by the Central Virginia 
Battlefields Trust Inc., tax map nos. 0240000000011A, 12.347 acres, and 0240000000011F TODD, 6 acres, 
totaling 18.347 acres (real property).    

 
For 2008 the assessed value of the real property for which the exemption is sought is, respectively, $1,736,600, 
and $1,132,900, totaling $2,869,500. The 2008 real estate taxes assessed against the subject real property are, 
respectively, $8,162.02 and $5,324.63, totaling $ 13,486.65; and  
 

• SUP08-06:  The Montpelier Foundation is requesting a special use permit to exceed the square footage limit on 
signs, and allow lighted signs in the Agricultural zoning district.  The property is identified on county tax maps as 
parcels 42-20, 42-25, and 42-25A and is zoned Agricultural (A).  The property is located on State Route 20 west 
of the intersection of Route 693 and Route 20.
