• CPA 09-01:  An application initiated by the Board of Supervisors to amend the Comprehensive Plan by changing the 
Future Land Use Map 2025.  The proposed amendment would change the proposed future land use from Mixed Use 
to Agricultural Conservation for properties totaling +18.347 acres, owned by the Central Virginia Battlefield Trust, 
located near the intersection of Routes 3 & 20 and identified as parcel numbers 24-11A and 24-11F on County tax 
maps.
