Mrs. Pace requested that this item be pulled from the consent agenda for discussion. She made
a motion to revise the January 6, 2007 — Board Retreat Minutes as follows: Appointment of Board
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Members and Staff to Various Boards, Commissions and Organizations to read as follows: ‘This item
was tabled at the January 2, 2007, Organizational Meeting. Mr. Graves stated that he could no longer
support Mrs. Pace serving on the Economic Development Authority because of his perception that she
was not supportive of economic development. Mrs. Pace stated that there was no basis for that
perception and she is very supportive of positive economic development. The Board voted 4 to 1 to
remove Mrs. Pace and then voted 4 to 1 to have Mr. Graves serve on the EDA. The Board determined
that a Tourism Committee would be beneficial to the County and appointed Mr. Dodson and Mrs. Pace to
serve on the committee. Mr. Wallace moved, seconded by Mr. Graves and carried, to approve the
following list of Board Member appointments . . . .’

Discussion ensued among the Board regarding the term expiration date for Board members
serving on various Boards, Commissions and Committees. Following a lengthy discussion, Chairman
Johnson asked if there was a second to Mrs. Pace’s motion. There being none, the motion failed for lack
of a second.

Mr. Graves stated that the Board did not vote to remove Mrs. Pace from the EDA because all of
the terms ended on December 31* and suggested that the following language be removed: ‘voted 4 to 1
to remove Mrs. Pace and then'.

Mr. Wallace moved, seconded by Mr. Dodson and carried to approve the January 6, 2007 Board
retreat minutes as revised. Ayes: Johnson, Graves, Dodson, Wallace. Nays: Pace.

Thomas “Moose” Mallory was recognized for his ten years of dedicated service to the
County.

Don Gore, VDOT Resident Engineer, update the Board on the status of various projects
within Orange County, and the Supervisors discussed various projects within their districts.

RE: AIRPORT TERMINAL DESIGN UPDATE

Ted Coberly, Assistant County Administrator, and Adam Switzer of Delta Airport
Consultants, briefed the Board on the proposed Airport Terminal Project and new cost figures
associated with the project.

RE: DISCUSSION OF POSSIBLE REFINANCING OF EXISTING DEBT

Ted Cole of Davenport and Company briefed the Board on current debt service; debt
associated with Courthouse and Animal Shelter project; and bank qualified loans. He concluded
by saying that Davenport is watching the market to see if it would be beneficial for the County to
refinance current debt.

RE: BARBOURSVILLE FIRE STATION LEASE AGREEMENT

Craig Johnson, Assistant Director of Fire & EMS, explained that the proposed lease
agreement is representative of the former lease agreement between the Barboursville Volunteer
Fire Company and the County of Orange. The lease includes the use of the station living facilities
and the bay space. He stated that the agreement is basically the same agreement that was in
place two years ago when the department operated from the Barboursville Fire Station. He
concluded by saying that this will be the base of operations to provide emergency medical
services to the citizens of western Orange County, twenty four hours per day seven days per
week. Mr. Johnson noted that the proposed lease agreement has been reviewed and approved
by the County Attorney as well as the Keith Green, Chief of Barboursville Volunteer Fire
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Company.

Mr. Graves moved, seconded by Mr. Dodson and carried, to approve the Barboursville
Fire Station Lease Agreement as presented. Ayes: Johnson, Graves, Dodson, Pace, Wallace.
Nays: None.

RE: REVISED INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT TO IMPLEMENT THE WORKFORCE

INVESTMENT ACT

Mr. Rolfe stated that the Piedmont Workforce Network has revised the Interlocal
Agreement for jurisdictions participating in the Piedmont Workforce Network. The original
agreement was signed in 2000 to establish the council and board. He explained that because
changes were made to the board structure last year and the names of the council were changed,
the Interlocal Agreement must be changed to reflect the current organization. Mike Shareck, who
serves as the business representative of Orange, voiced his support for the new agreement as
presented.

Mr. Dodson moved, seconded by Mr. Wallace and carried, to adopt the revised Piedmont
Workforce Network — Interlocal Agreement as presented. Ayes: Johnson, Graves, Dodson,
Pace, Wallace. Nays: None.

RE: ADDITIONAL FUNDING FOR LEGAL SERVICES

Ted Coberly, Assistant County Administrator, stated that the current year's costs
associated with processing parcels on which there are delinquent taxes have substantially
exceeded the budget. He indicated that there is a deficit of $8,655.81 in the account for suit filing
fees. Further, there are shortfalls of $860 in the appraisal account and $850 in the survey
account. Mr. Coberly stated that Henry Carter, attorney representing the County in these
matters, estimates that a total of $15,000 is required to cover the bills already incurred and to last
through the end of the fiscal year. Mr. Coberly indicated that approximately $3,000 of the
required funds can be transferred from the advertising account in Legal Services and the
remaining $12,000 must come from the contingency fund. He concluded by saying that the
contingency fund currently has a balance of $98,032.57 and if the Board approves the proposed
action, the new balance will be $86,032.57.

Mr. Carter stated that the shortfall occurred when the Board approved the payment of
funds to Kathryn Spellman.

Mr. Dodson moved, seconded by Mr. Wallace and carried, to approve the transfer of
$10,000 from the contingency fund to budget line 12210-3153 and $2,000 from the contingency
fund to budget line item 12210-3170 to fund delinquent tax suit operations through the end of the
fiscal year. Ayes: Johnson, Graves, Dodson, Pace, Wallace. Nays: None.

RE: CRACKERJACKS REQUEST TO DISPLAY FIREWORKS

Mr. Rolfe stated that Crackerjacks, Inc. has requested permission to display fireworks on
the following dates on property owned by Herbert Jenkins, located at 32740 Indiantown Road,
Locust Grove:

May 18, 2007 and 19, 2007 with a rain date of May 20, 2007; July 20, 2007 and July 21, 2007
with a rain date of July 22, 2007; August 4, 2007 with a rain date of August 5, 2007; and October
12, 2007 and October 13, 2007 with a rain date of October 14, 2007. He stated that he had
heard from several Board members and citizens that, due to the growth in that area, there may be
individuals who would not appreciate the noise associated with the displays. Mrs. Pace stated
that she had spoken with David Clark, Vice President of Crackerjacks, Inc., who indicated that the
dates in August can be removed. She stated that he agreed to advertising the display dates in
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the Orange County Review and the Free Lance Star to notify citizens in the area, as well as
sending out a survey to see if people are negatively affected.

A brief discussion ensued among the Board. No action was requested or taken.

RE: VDOT - PROPOSED SECONDARY SIX-YEAR PLAN
At 7:30 p.m., this being the time and place as advertised in the Orange County Review,
Chairman Johnson called the public hearing to order to receive comments on the following:

Proposed Secondary Six-Year Plan for Fiscal Years 2007/08 through 2012/13 in Orange County
and on the Secondary System Construction Budget for Fiscal Year 2007/08.

Roy Tate, VDOT Assistant Resident Engineer, briefly explained the Secondary Six-Year
Plan and answered questions from the Board.

Chairman Johnson opened the floor for public comment at 7:41 p.m. There being none,
the public hearing was closed.

Mr. Wallace moved, seconded by Mr. Dodson and carried, to approve the Six Year Road
Improvement Plan and Construction Budget as presented. Ayes: Johnson, Graves, Dodson,
Pace, Wallace. Nays: None.

RE: WILDERNESS SHORES SUBDIVISION PLAT — VACATION OF CERTAIN PORTIONS
Chairman Johnson called the public hearing to order to receive comments on the
following:

A proposed ordinance to vacate certain portions of the Wilderness Shores subdivision
plat, executed by B. Calvin Burns on April 6, 1967, and of record in the Clerk’s Office of
the Circuit Court of Orange County, Virginia at Plat Cabinet B, Slot 85, and continuing,
and encompassing approximately 435 acres, more or less, and to validate, declare
effective and/or approve corresponding lot line adjustments and (re)subdivision plats.

Mr. Rolfe explained that it was recently brought to the attention of County staff that the
vacation of lot lines within the Wilderness Shores development has not occurred in accord with
the processes outlined in the Code of Virginia. Upon review of the Code and consultation with
the County Attorney, the County now desires to hold a public hearing for the vacation of lot lines
and rededication of recently recorded lots within the subdivision in order to clear up any title
issues that may arise with respect to lot lines and easements. Mr. Rolfe noted that the vacation
of lot lines for sections not yet “redivided” will allow Tricord to proceed with the redivision of these
sections in accord with the development concept approved upon rezoning of the southern portion
in 1995. He stated that the redivision as intended by Tricord for this area will include preservation
of a portion of the property in observance of the flood inundation zone for the Lake of the Woods
Dam. He indicated that this is purely a housekeeping item intended to protect current and future
owners of property within Wilderness Shores and will not result in any change of zoning or the
increase of the number of lots within the subdivision.

Deborah S. Kendall, Director of Strategic Planning, briefly reviewed a map of the area
and answered questions from the Board.

At 7:49 p.m., Chairman Johnson opened the floor for public comment. The following
individuals spoke:

There being no further comment, Chairman Johnson closed the public hearing at 8:14
p.m.

Following discussion, Mr. Wallace moved, seconded by Mr. Dodson and carried, to adopt
the following ordinance as presented:

AN ORDINANCE TO VACATE CERTAIN PORTIONS OF THE WILDERNESS SHORES
SUBDIVISION AND VALIDATE, DECLARE EFFECTIVE AND/OR APPROVE CERTAIN PLATS
OF RECORD IN THE CIRCUIT COURT CLERK’S OFFICE

WHEREAS, in 1967 a plat of subdivision of land, to be known as Wilderness Shores, was
recorded in the Clerk’s Office of the Circuit Court of the County of Orange, Virginia; and

WHEREAS, since 1967 the land subdivided and known as Wilderness Shores has been
owned by different individuals and entities; and

WHEREAS, certain parts of the Wilderness Shores subdivision have been developed by
the individuals and entities over a period of time; and

WHEREAS, Section 15.2-2272 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended provides for
the vacating of a subdivision both before and after a lot(s) has been sold from a recorded plat of
subdivision; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors has the authority pursuant to Section 15.2-2272(2)
of the Code of Virginia, 1950; as amended, to adopt an ordinance to vacate a plat or portion
thereof, and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Supervisors has advertised this proposed ordinance, in
accordance with the of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED that pursuant to Section 15.2-2272(2) of the
Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, the following parts of the Wilderness Shores Subdivision
Plat, as originally recorded in Plat Cabinet B, Pages 85-98, (inclusive) and in Map Book 2, Pages
19 through 32 (inclusive), are vacated with the lot lines concurrently adjusted, replatted and/or
(re)subdivided by validation and/or approval pursuant to, inter alia, Section 54-178 of the Orange
County Subdivision Ordinance, of the following plats:

(@ Lots 35-42 (inclusive), 48-50 (inclusive), 846, 848-860 (inclusive), 867-878

(inclusive), 891-897 (inclusive), as adjusted, replatted and/or resubdivided by plat

recorded in Plat Cabinet D Pages 394-396, inclusive/Deed Book 515, Page 590; and

(b) Lots 454, 468-480 (inclusive), and 575-584 (inclusive), as adjusted, replatted and/or

resubdivided by plat recorded in Plat Cabinet F Pages 1 and 2/Deed Book 553, Page

217; and

(c) Lots 1- 6 (inclusive), 7-34 (inclusive), 35A-42A, 48-146 (inclusive), 406-430

(inclusive), 431A-435A (inclusive), 436-456 (inclusive), 489A, 764-819 (inclusive), 821-

846 (inclusive), 848A-859A (inclusive), 860-866 (inclusive), 867A-878A (inclusive), 879-

892 (inclusive), 893A-896A (inclusive), 897-981 (inclusive), 982A-993A (inclusive), and

994-1006 (inclusive), and Parcel A, containing 4. 3543 acres, more or less, and the
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remainder of Parcel B, containing 3.57 acres, more or less, and Parcel C, containing
24.8643 acres, more or less, and an “Open Space” parcel containing 5.1306 acres, more
or less, as shown the plat entitled “Wilderness Shores” dated April 1967, and recorded in
Plat Cabinet B, Pages 85-98, (inclusive) and in Map Book 2, Pages 19 through 32
(inclusive), and Final Plat of Subdivision recorded in Plat Cabinet D, Pages 394-396

Shores Drive, dated October 8, 2004, approved by Orange County Planning Commission
on January 6, 2005 and executed by the Orange County Director of Planning on June 24,
2005; and

(i) Plat of Vacation & Lot Line Adjustment, Wilderness Shores, Southside & Revised
Parcel D, prepared Webb and Associates, dated September 1, 2006, revised November
30, 2006; and

(iii) Plat of Subdivision, Wilderness Shores, Section 9, prepared by Webb

and Associates, dated September 19, 2006.

AND BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the foregoing vacation shall vacate all
streets, roads, rights-of-way dedications and/or easements for:

896A (inclusive), 897-981 (inclusive), 982A-993A (inclusive), and 994-1006 (inclusive),
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and

(b) Lots 147-351 (inclusive), 362-404 (inclusive), 457-467 (inclusive), 519-548 (inclusive),
and 585-763 (inclusive), as shown on the plats recorded in Plat Cabinet B, Pages 85-98,
(inclusive) and in Map Book 2, Pages 19 through 32 (inclusive), and Final Plat of
Subdivision recorded in Plat Cabinet D, Pages 394-396 (inclusive), and Final Plat of
Subdivision recorded in Plat Cabinet F, Pages 1 and 2 and in Deed Book 553 Page 217,
except for:

() that portion of Wilderness Shores Way (formerly known as Robey Drive)
beginning at the easterly line of Lot 468A/Lot 584A and continuing westward to
westernmost portions of Lot 1/Lot 357, and

(i) any utility easements and/or rights-of-way adjacent to the immediately foregoing

and/or parcels that are specifically listed herein as being vacated, and record a certified
copy of this ordinance in the Office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court of Orange County,
Virginia indexed to Map Book 2, Pages 19 through 32 (inclusive) and Plat Cabinet B,
Pages 85 to 98 (inclusive), pursuant to Section 15.2-2272(2) of the Code of Virginia,
1950, as amended.

AND BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that this ordinance shall become effective
thirty (30) days after its adoption unless an appeal pursuant to Section 15.2-2272(2) of
the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, is filed within that time period, in which case,
this ordinance shall become effective as directed by a court of competent jurisdiction.
