  The Board authorized the County Administrator to enter into a contract for a HVAC 

replacement unit for the Sedwick Building and a compressor for the Airport HVAC system, with a 
fund transfer from the contingency fund of $10,000 to augment line #43200-3310 funds for both 
purchases.

 Chairman Johnson opened the floor for public comment.  Doug Rogers, 113 Birchside Circle, 
Locust Grove, commented on the sewer for the proposed new middle school at the eastern end of the

RE: INTRODUCTION OF NEW FINANCE DIRECTOR
 Mr. Coberly introduced the County’s new Finance Director, Karen Karasinski. 
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RE: PUBLIC APPEARANCES 
 Greg Wichelns, District Manager of Culpeper Soil & Water Conservation, made a presentation to 
the Board regarding the publication of regional strategies for conservation.   
 
 
RE: ACTION ITEMS 
  
 RE: CONSIDERATION OF CONTRACT TO OPERATE LANDFILL  

 Lynn Klappich, of Draper Aden Associates, stated that on March 30, 2007, the County 
issued a request for proposals to contract for a significant portion of landfill operations.  On May 
1, 2007, proposals were received from three potential vendors.  She summarized the results and 
recommended that the County enter into a 14 month contract with R.M. Soderquist, Inc. to 
conduct normal landfill operations and concurrently begin work on partial landfill closure as soon 
as June 1, 2007.   
  
 Mr. Coberly stated that staff strongly concurs with the Draper Aden recommendation.  
Current operations do not meet the Department of Environmental Quality standards and, in staff’s 
estimation, contracting with Soderquist offers the best option to meet the immediate needs to 
bring the landfill into full compliance with DEQ requirements, and the most cost-effective means 
of beginning the landfill closure process. 
 
 Discussion ensued regarding costs per ton and staff reduction. 

 
  Mr. Wallace moved, seconded by Mr. Graves and carried, to authorize either the County 
Administrator or the Assistant County Administrator to execute all documents necessary to 
contract with R. M. Soderquist, Inc. for services as defined in the March 30, 2007 RFP as 
modified by Addendum 1, dated April 11, 2007; to transfer funds appropriated in Fund 513 as 
necessary to implement the contract; to conduct a personnel reduction-in-force as appropriate to 
the changed County operations; and to incur fiscal liabilities associated with partial landfill closure 
operations not to exceed $500,000 to be appropriated as needed by the Board of Supervisors 
from funds designated for that purpose.  Ayes:  Johnson, Graves, Pace, Wallace.  Nays:  None.

RE: ADDITIONAL FUNDING – JURORS AND JUROR SUPPORT 
 Mr. Coberly stated that the County budgeted a total of $9,530 in part-time wages to 
support jury management and $4,470 to compensate jurors and jury commissioners, which is the 
same amount as allocated in fiscal year 2006.  He explained that the numbers were based on the 
number of anticipated jury trials and the duration of those trials.  Jurors are compensated $30 per 
day and the number of part-time hours required to provide support to the juries is contingent on 
the number of jury trials.  Mr. Coberly indicated that this year has been exceptional with an 8-day 
trial in September exhausting the year’s allocation of funding for jurors.  For the year, the budget 
has been overspent for jurors by $4,950 and Ms. Timmons estimates that compensation of Jurors 
for trials and Grand Juror compensation will require an additional $7,650 between now and June 
30.  In addition, the cost of supporting jurors when they are working (primarily payment for lunch) 
has also exceeded the planned amount.  An additional $626 is required to cover these costs.  
 
  Mr. Wallace moved, seconded by Mr. Graves and carried, to approve the transfer of 
$12,600.00 from contingency fund to budget line 21110-3102 to pay jurors, $626.00 from the 
contingency fund to budget line 21110-6001 to fund jury support, and the transfer of $329.85 from 
budget line 21600-1322 to budget line 21110-1322 to support jury management.  Ayes:  Johnson, 
Graves, Pace, Wallace.  Nays:  None.  Absent:  Dodson. 

 
 
RE: APPROVAL OF AMBULANCE LEASE/PURCHASE AGREEMENT 
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  Mr. Coberly stated that on March 27, 2007, the Board of Supervisors approved a plan to 
begin the lease purchase of four ambulances in FY 08.  The work has been completed to apply 
for the financing (lease) and the lease documents are ready to be signed.  He indicated that lease 
payments under this agreement will be $132,239.38 annually for five years.  This is less than the 
$135,980.95 annual payment briefed to the Board in March.  The difference is, in part, due to the 
fact staff has proposed to make annual payments beginning in July, 2007, rather than March, 
2008. 
 
  Following a brief discussion, Mr. Graves moved, seconded by Mr. Wallace and carried, to 
approve the following resolution, to authorize the Assistant County Administrator to execute all 
documents necessary to implement the lease agreement, and to authorize the County 
Procurement Technician to witness those lease documents: 
 

RESOLUTION OF GOVERNING BODY 
 
 

 At a duly called meeting of the governing body of Lessee (as defined in the 
Agreement) held on the 22nd day of May, 2007, the following resolution was introduced 
and adopted. 

 
 WHEREAS, the governing body of Lessee has determined that a true and very 
real need exists for the acquisition of the Equipment described in the Municipal Lease 
and Option Agreement No. 0507HORA dated 5/7/07 presented at this meeting; and 

 
 WHEREAS, the necessary funds for the leasing of the Equipment have been 
provided for the coming year and are expected to be available in the future. 

 
 WHEREAS, the governing body of Lessee has taken the necessary steps, 
including any legal bidding requirements, under applicable law to arrange for the 
acquisition of such equipment. 

 
 BE IT RESOLVED, by the governing body of Lessee that the terms of said 
Municipal Lease and Option Agreement for the acquisition of such Equipment are in the 
best interests of Lessee, and the governing body hereby affirms and confirms that: 

 
(a) the Equipment is essential to the function of the Lessee and the services 

provided to our citizens, that we have an immediate need for the Equipment 
which is not temporary or expected to diminish in the foreseeable future; that we 
will use substantially all the Equipment for the purpose of performing one or more 
of our governmental or proprietary functions consistent with the permissible 
scope of our authority.  Specifically, the Equipment was selected to be used as 
follows: 

 
 to provide emergency medical service to the citizens of Orange County. 
 

(b) the governing body of Lessee designates the following persons to execute and 
deliver, and to witness or attest, respectively, the Republic First National 
Corporation Municipal Lease and Option Agreement and any related documents 
necessary to the consummation of the transactions contemplated by the 
Municipal Lease and Option Agreement. 

 
  Mrs. Pace stated that she supports the Orange County Rescue Squad and appreciates 
their hard work; but one ambulance per year is fiscally more responsible.
