The Board members made no comments at this time.

ACTION ITEMS

RE: GIBBONS APPEAL

Chairman Johnson stated that this issue was discussed at the October 14, 2008 Board of
Supervisors meeting at which time the Board postponed its decision until the October 28, 2008
meeting.

Mr. Burkett moved, seconded by Mrs. Pace and carried, to deny the appeal. Ayes:
Johnson, Burkett, Goodwin, Pace, Frame. Nays: None.

RE: VERIZON DEED OF EASEMENT

Mr. Rolfe stated that a Deed of Easement had been received from Verizon concerning
the relocation of telephone lines at the Orange County Airport from above ground to underground.
He explained that the Department of Aviation has required that the phone lines be moved so that
there are no obstructions to the runway. Mr. Rolfe noted that this project is part of the Airport
Improvement Plan and is funded by 95% Federal, 3% State, and 2% local funding. He stated that
the project is also in the County’s approved CIP and funds have been budgeted for the project
this fiscal year. He stated the execution of the Deed of Easement is necessary before Verizon
will lower the lines.

Mr. Burkett moved, seconded by Mr. Frame and carried, to authorize the County
Administrator to execute the Verizon Deed of Easement as presented. Ayes: Johnson, Burkett,
Goodwin, Pace, Frame.

RE: SCHEDULE PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING RESOLUTION FOR CENTRAL VIRGINIA
REGIONAL JAIL AUTHORITY
Mr. Frame stated that, at the October 14, 2008 meeting, he had distributed information
regarding the establishment of a Regional Jail Authority. He noted that a public hearing is
required to transfer property that the County owns.

Mr. Frame moved, seconded by Mr. Burkett and carried, to schedule a public hearing on
November 25, 2008 to consider a resolution for the formation of a Central Virginia Regional Jail
Authority and the transfer of the County’s property rights in the property currently utilized by the
Central Virginia Regional Jail Board to the Central Virginia Regional Jail Authority. Ayes:

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RE: HOLIDAY SCHEDULE

Chairman Johnson requested that this item be added to the agenda for discussion. He stated
that all of the Board members have been contacted by the Constitutional Officers regarding the
Courthouse running on a different holiday schedule.

Discussion ensued including: options for the Board to consider; termination of agreement with
the Clerk of the Circuit Court; agreement implies that the Judge controls the courthouse and has the
authority to do so; and clarification of the agreement with the Clerk of the Circuit Court.

Linda Timmons, Clerk of the Circuit Court, commented on the Judge’s schedule for the
courthouse.

Mr. Goodwin nominated Lloyd Garnett for reappointment to the Economic Development Authority
as the District Three representative for a four year term, with said term expiring December 31, 2012.

Mr. Frame nominated Winston Sides for reappointment to the Economic Development Authority
as the District Five representative for a four year term, with said term expiring December 31, 2012.

RE: AMBULANCE TRANSPORT

Supervisor Frame requested that this item be added to the agenda for discussion. He
stated that ambulances in the Barboursville area are not achieving the standards for responding
to calls due to patients from Orange being transported to UVA or Martha Jefferson hospitals
rather than the closest hospital. He stated that Medicare requires that patients be taken to the
closest facility. Therefore, he requested that the County Administrator and the Fire & EMS
Director draft a policy of where to transport patients.

By consensus, the Board approved Supervisor Frame’s request.

There being no further speakers, Chairman Johnson closed the public hearing at 10:42 p.m.
Mr. Burkett stated that there is much misunderstanding about what the ordinance is. He stated
that the minimum lot size will remain two acres in agricultural zoning whether the proposed ordinance is

approved or not. He indicated that he is opposed to sending a tax bill to your neighbor to improve your
property rights.
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Mr. Goodwin stated that the proposed ordinance is too harsh. He stated that there needs to be
something realistic that everyone can get along with.

Mr. Burkett commented on the road restrictions which were requested by Fire and EMS.

Mr. Frame stated that people are concerned about property values dropping, but agricultural land
and forested land don't use the degree of services that residential land uses. Costs are then driven up for
everyone else. Businesses are attracted to the area. Property rights end when they infringe on others.

Mrs. Pace stated that the subdivision ordinance is very important for the County. It is
disappointing that so many citizens didn’t get the proper information. The average citizen in Orange
County should be represented and that is what the more restrictive ordinance does. She commented on
the volume of growth in the County over the past three years and the state mandates regarding urban
development. She stated that there is a big expense to by-right development. Mrs. Pace stated that
exponential division has cost the taxpayers.

Mr. Johnson stated thanked everyone for coming. He quoted Thomas Jefferson concerning the
spirit of resistance. He stated that the way to control growth is by turning down subdivisions not taking
property rights away. He stated that the more rules and regulations you have, the more people you have
to hire to enforce them. The taking away of rights from the people and giving it to government is only
justified when either security or immediate health and welfare are endangered. If the ordinance is
approved, power will be transferred from the citizens of Orange County to the government. The Orange
County Department of Community Development will decide how best to divide property. He commented
on land values and other localities which have restricted land development. Taking away the rights of the
citizens of Orange County because of a handful of people is wrong. He concluded by saying that he
cannot support the ordinance as it is written. There would have to be major changes made to several
different parts of it being voting for it.

Mrs. Pace stated that the ordinance addresses the people who are abusing the system; therefore,
the exponential division of land will stop. There can't be an ordinance drafted to address everyone’s
problems. She stated that the proposed ordinance will allow opportunity for those who aren't abusing it.
Mr. Johnson stated that the only thing in the ordinance that is being abused is the family subdivision to
get around the zoning ordinance. No one else has been abusing it because they are following the law
which says they can divide their land. Mrs. Pace stated commented on agriculturally zoned land and
developing it by-right for residential purposes. Mr. Johnson stated that in 1968, when the first zoning
ordinance was adopted, there was no notion that the property was going to remain agricultural forever.
Mrs. Pace stated that not everything is going to be suitable for rezoning. She voiced concern about
substandard roads and water issues.

Mr. Frame made a motion to adopt the subdivision ordinance as advertised. Mr. Burkett
seconded the motion. Mr. Johnson commented on the proposed requirements for alleys and pedestrian
ways. Mr. Frame questioned Mr. Johnson why he didn't make objections during the discussions of the
subdivision ordinance. Ayes: Burkett, Pace, Frame. Nays: Johnson, Goodwin.
