RE: PROCLAMATION FOR ZACHARY TAYLOR DAY 
Mr. Burkett moved, seconded by Mr. Johnson and carried, to adopt the following proclamation for Zachary 

Taylor Day: 
 

PROCLAMATION OF ORANGE COUNTY, VIRGINIA 
 
WHEREAS, on November 24, 1784, Zachary Taylor was born to his parents Colonel Richard Lee Taylor and Sarah 
Strother in Orange County, Virginia; and 
   
WHEREAS, Zachary Taylor was the fourth generation of the Taylor family of Orange County descending from 
Colonel James Taylor II and Martha Thompson his great grandparents who settled Bloomsbury in 1722; and 
 
WHEREAS, Zachary Taylor and James Madison were second cousins both descendents of Colonel James Taylor 
II who accompanied Lieutenant Governor Spotswood to the crest of the Blue Ridge in 1716 marking the beginning 
of the westward expansion; and 
 
WHEREAS, Zachary Taylor was a talented and courageous military commander who dedicated 40 years of military 
service to the United States of America; and 
 
WHEREAS, Zachary Taylor was elected the twelfth President of the United States of America in 1848; and 
 
WHEREAS, we commend the James Madison Museum for creating their exhibit “Presidential Cousins” honoring 
James Madison and Zachary Taylor. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as an honored native son of Orange County, Virginia, the Orange County 
Board of Supervisors does hereby proclaim November 24th as Zachary Taylor Day.
