RE: DISCUSSION WITH THE ELECTORAL BOARD 
Marty Caldwell, Secretary of the Electoral Board, made a presentation to the Board regarding the 

need for a full-time Election Management Officer.  Gloria Gilmore, Vice-Chairman of the Electoral Board, 
stated that they take their jobs very serious and don’t ask the Board for things that are not needed.
