PUBLIC HEARINGS: (continued meeting from February 13, 2007 due to inclement weather) 
 

• Proposed vacating of certain easements held by the Board of Supervisors of Orange County, 
Virginia which encumber a parcel owned by the Economic Development Authority of Orange County, 
Virginia (formerly the Industrial Development Authority of Orange County), identified as Tax Map 
Parcels 57(1)5 and 57(1)11, and as recorded at Plat Cabinet H, Page 198 and Plat Cabinet I, Page 
74 respectively, as maintained in the Clerk’s Office of the Circuit Court of Orange County, Virginia. 

 
• Proposed amendments to the restrictive covenants of the Thomas E. Lee Industrial Park which are 

recorded in Deed Book 585, Page 11 in the land records as maintained in the Clerk’s Office of the 
Circuit Court of Orange County, Virginia. 

 
• A proposed ordinance to repeal Article II Motor Vehicle License Fees of Chapter 58, Taxation of the 

Code of Ordinance of the County of Orange, Virginia.  This proposed ordinance would eliminate the 
vehicle decal and the associated fee for the decal effective April 1, 2007. 

 
• SUP 06-04: An application from Roger W. Mitchell Jr. for a special use permit to allow the keeping of 

animals (primarily horses) other than those customarily kept as household pets.  The property, 
identified as Tax Map Parcel 58-(3)-15, consists of 37.23 acres and is located in the R-1 zoning 
district.  The property is part of the Woodlands subdivision and is designated as open space. 

 
• SUP 06-07: Michael Mayo is requesting a Special Use Permit allowing him to hold recreational 

events on his property.  Specifically, he is requesting permission to sponsor three mud bog events as 
well as conduct ATV races twice a month from April through October.  These events would be open 
to the general public.  The property is located at 29375 Catharpin Road, and is identified on Orange 
County zoning maps as parcel 50-2. 

 
• Proposed resolution authorizing the County Attorney to initiate condemnation proceedings, if 

necessary, for the acquisition of land from Helen Marie Taylor for the public purposes of widening 
Bloomsbury Road and for the installation of utilities, to include among other possible utilities, a 



sanitary force main, pursuant to Sections 15.2-1900 and 15.2-1901.1 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, 
as amended. 

 
• Proposed ordinance to exempt Companion Animal Rescue Effort (CARE), a nonprofit organization, 

from local personal property taxes pursuant to Section 58.1-3651 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as 
amended.
