o REZ 07-1: An application by the Orange County EDA to rezone approximately 4.95 acres from
Agricultural (A) to General Industrial (I1-2). The property is located on State Route 686 (Thoroughbred
Road) and is identified on Orange County zoning maps as tax map parcel 57-30F. (Public Hearing
recessed at the August 14, 2007 meeting)

. SUPQ7-01: An application from Kirt A. Williams requesting a special use permit to establish an office
consisting of less than 4,000 square feet gross floor area on property zoned Agricultural (A).
Approximately one half of the office space will be used as a doctor’s office and the remaining space will
be leased to one or more businesses. The property, containing 2.026 acres, is located at 32511
Constitution Highway, Locust Grove, VA and is identified on Orange County zoning maps as Parcel 22-
47C.

20 North in general proximity to the intersection of Route 3.
